Phraseological units are stable word-groups characterized by a completely or partially transferred
meaning

Discursive naming is naming with the help of a text

Grammatical meaning is the component of meaning recurrent in identical sets of individual words
Polysemy is the ability of words to have more than one meaning

Lexical context is a number of lexical units around the word which enter into interaction with it
International words are words borrowed by several languages which usually convey notions
significant for communication

The source of borrowing is the language from which the loan word was taken into English

The origin of a word is the language to which the word may be traced

Words of native origin are words of Anglo-Saxon origin brought to the British Isles from the
continent in the 5th century by the Germanic tribes

Translation-loans are words and expressions formed from the material available in the language
after the patterns characteristic of the given language, but under the influence of some foreign
words and expressions

Synonyms are words with the same denotation, but different connotation

Euphemisms are substitutes of words of mild or vague connotations for expressions rough,
unpleasant or for some other reasons unmentionable

Hyponymy is the hierarchical relationship between the meaning of the general and the individual
terms

Paradigmatic relations are relations that exist between individual lexical items which make up one
of the subgroups of vocabulary items, i.e. sets of synonyms, lexico-semantic groups, etc; they
define the word-meaning through its interrelation with other members of the subgroup in question
Metonymy is the relations of parts to the whole
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
