Scientific grammar is grammar as used scientifically, i.e. by professional linguists, and
which can be contrasted with pedagogic grammar, which is grammar as presented to stu-
dents particularly those learning a foreign language.

In English grammar, an object is a noun, a noun phrase, or a pronoun that is affected by the
action of a verb.

The two branches of grammar are morphology — how words are formed; and syntax — how
words are put together to make sentences.

Grammatical meaning is the meaning conveyed in a sentence by word order and other
grammatical signals.

Grammatical morphemes are those bits of linguistic sound which mark the grammatical
categories of language (Tense, Number, Gender, Aspect), each of which has one or more



functions (Past, Present, Future are functions of Tense; Singular and Plural are functions of
Number).

"Free morphemes" can stand alone with a specific meaning. "Bound morphemes" cannot
stand alone with meaning.

Base words are words that exist as recognizable words in the English language. These
words cannot be divided into smaller units. Prefixes and suffixes can be added to these
words to create new words. The term root word also refers to the origin of the word. In this
sense, root word is the part of the base word that comes from another language.

Notional words can stand alone and yet have meaning and form a complete utterance. They
can name different objects of reality, the qualities of these objects and actions or the pro-
cess in which they take part. They can also express the attitude of the speaker towards real-
ity. Form or functional words are empty words or auxiliaries are lexical units which are
called words, although they do not confirm to the definition of the word because they are
used only in combination with notional words or in reference to them. This group compris-
es auxiliary verbs, prepositions, conjunctions and relative adverbs.

Theoretical grammar serves to describe the grammatical structure of the English language
as a system where all parts are interconnected. The difference between theoretical and
practical grammar lies in the fact that practical grammar prescribes certain rules of usage
and teaches to speak (or write) correctly whereas theoretical grammar presents facts of lan-
guage, while analyzing them, and gives no prescriptions. The subject of theoretical gram-
mar is a systematic study of the grammatical structure of Modern English. There are two
branches of grammar: morphology and syntax.

The grammatical structure of language is a system of means used to turn linguistic units
into communicative ones, in other words — the units of language into the units of speech.
Such means are inflexions, affixation, word order, function words and phonological means.



Synthetic languages combine (synthesize) multiple concepts into each word. Analytic lan-
guages break up (analyze) concepts into separate words.

The grammatical meaning is a general, abstract meaning which embraces classes of words.
The grammatical meaning depends on the lexical meaning and is connected with objective
reality indirectly, through the lexical meaning. The grammatical meaning is relative, it is
revealed in relations of word forms: speak — speaks. The grammatical meaning is obligato-
ry. Grammatical meaning must be expressed if the speaker wants to be understood. The
grammatical meaning must have a grammatical form of expression (inflexions, analytical
forms, word-order, etc.). Compare the word forms walks, is writing. Both forms denote
process, but only the second form expresses it grammatically.
