There is no doubt that the environment is in trouble. Factories burn (1) which
produce (2) , and this kills trees.

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The short story “Eveline” by Henry James belongs to the psychological genre as it is concerned with
the emotional state of its heroine, Eveline. The theme of the story is presented through an internal
conflict of the heroine. Eveline is hesitant when she is faced with the choice of either leaving her
ageing father behind and starting a new life with Frank or staying to be faithful to her duty. The tone
is generally melodramatic. The critical indecision of the main character provides the suspense and
contributes to the tense atmosphere of the piece. The story is told from the third person and abounds
with instances of unuttered represented speech, which is instrumental in involving the reader in the
inner world of the heroine. The heroine is presented indirectly through her thoughts and feelings. The
interior monologue reveals a complex and dynamic character. The description of the course of the
events is interrupted by a series of flash-back narration. The plot includes several complications
which lead right up to the climax at the very end of the story. The use of certain stylistic means and
devices is closely related to the portrayal of heroine's emotions: epithets “bright” and “shining”;
repetitions, rhetorical questions “Was that wise?''; “What would they say of her...?”; meiosis.
“perhaps love, too” and gradation: “Escape! She must escape!” The climax of the story coincides
with the peak convergence of stylistic devices: descriptive epithets: “swaying crowd; oxymoron: “her
lips in silent fervent prayer”; sound-imitating metaphors: “A bell clanged upon her heart.”; and
hyperbole: “all the seas”. The denouement coincides with the climax and comes in the form of
negation, a negative answer with repeated exclamations: “No! No! No!” and “a cry of anguish”.
Gradation is employed to imply the irreversible change in the life of the heroine: “her eyes gave him
no sign of love or farewell or recognition.”
