The cleft sentence inambiguously marks the focus of information in written
English where intonation is absent. The foregrounded element has the full
implication of contrastive focus: the rest of the information in the sentence is taken
as given, and a contrast is inferred with other items which might have been the
focus. Thus each of the above sentences (1-4) has an implied negative, which can
be made explicit with the transformation:

John wore his best suit to the dance last night.

5) It wasn’t Jim, but John, who wore his best suit to the dance last night.

6) It wasn’t his new shirt, but his best suit, that John wore to the dance last night.
7) It wasn’t two days ago, but last night, that John wore his best suit to the dance.
8) It wasn 't to the theatre, but to the dance, that John wore his best suit last nigh.
