The
functional approach associated with the direction of language learning from the meaning to the form
and function of certain linguistic phenomena has become a relatively recent approach to teaching a

foreign language. Studying grammatical units from the standpoint of their functionality in the
language not only allows us to show the interaction of these units at different language levels, but
also to form in students certain skills for using them depending on the purpose of communication.

Teker 10

The substitution stage begins to form the operation of designing speech units, which fills one
or another communicative model. A generalization of the model appears, the ability to reproduce by
the principle of analogy develops (determine the meaning of the grammatical form in the situations
presented; choose the grammatical form from several presented; indicate the grammatical
phenomena in the text that express ...; indicate the grammatical form that is used in the sentence
during translation into English).

One of the main advantages of the functional approach is "speech training," which, as a rule,
is not used at all in traditional methods when forming a grammatical skill. In a functional approach,
grammar training takes place on a fairly significant amount of material when considering a large
number of diverse situations. The action by analogy in speech conditions involves the construction
of phrases and sentences not by the rule, but by analogy with the sample and in accordance with the
speech task.

The etymology of a word refers to its origin and historical development: that is, its earliest
known wuse, its transmission from one language to another, and its changes in form
and meaning. Etymology is also the term for the branch of linguistics that studies word histories.

A definition tells us what a word means and how it's used in our own time. An etymology
tells us where a word came from (often, but not always, from another language) and what it used
fo mean.

For example, according to The American Heritage Dictionary of the English Language, the
definition of the word disaster is "an occurrence causing widespread destruction and distress; a
catastrophe" or "a grave misfortune." But the etymology of the word disaster takes us back to a time
when people commonly blamed great misfortunes on the influence of the stars.

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Disaster first appeared in English in the late 16th century, just in time for Shakespeare to use
the word in the play King Lear. It arrived by way of the Old Italian word disastro, which meant
"unfavorable to one's stars."

This older, astrological sense of disaster becomes easier to understand when we study its
Latin root word, astrum, which also appears in our modern "star" word astronomy. With the
negative Latin prefix dis- ("apart") added to astrum ("star"), the word (in Latin, Old Italian, and
Middle French) conveyed the idea that a catastrophe could be traced to the "evil influence of a star
or planet" (a definition that the dictionary tells us is now "obsolete").

The word etymology is derived from the Greek word efymon, which means "the true sense of
a word." But in fact the original meaning of a word is often different from its contemporary
definition.

The meanings of many words have changed over time, and older senses of a word may grow
uncommon or disappear entirely from everyday use. Disaster, for instance, no longer means the
"evil influence of a star or planet," just as consider no longer means "to observe the stars."

Let's look at another example. Our English word salary is defined by The American
Heritage Dictionary as "fixed compensation for services, paid to a person on a regular basis." Its
etymology can be traced back 2,000 years to sal, the Latin word for salt. So what's the connection
between salt and salary?

The Roman historian Pliny the Elder tells us that "in Rome, a soldier was paid in salt,"
which back then was widely used as a food preservative. Eventually, this salarium came to signify a
stipend paid in any form, usually money. Even today the expression "worth your salt" indicates that
you're working hard and earning your salary. However, this doesn't mean that salt is the true
definition of salary.

Recently, when the educational technology market is replete with offers for a wide variety
of methods of learning English, the question "What method do you teach?" becoming more
relevant, which indicates an increase in the culture of consumption of intellectual products. A
puzzled entrant, student or businessman (however, also a student) is increasingly freezing in front of
bookshelves with linguistic literature and media manuals or looking thoughtfully at a long list of
advertisements: "English in two weeks", "A communicative method of teaching English," "English
with the Native speakers in Samarkand", "Effective express method", "English at the subconscious
level" ... So much new and unknown, and this raises doubts about the results. Is it possible to trust
modern technologies or give preference to well-established "brands", such as Bonk, Eckersley or
Headway, which gradually turn into the category of methodical classics?

The fundamental technique. This is truly the oldest and most traditional technique. That is
what the lyceum students taught Latin and Greek, while French was absorbed naturally, along with
the strict suggestions of governesses and communication with "maman" and "papan".

Linguo-sociocultural method. One of the most serious and comprehensive methods of
learning a foreign language is linguo-social and cultural, involving an appeal to such a component
as the social and cultural environment. Proponents of this method are firmly convinced that
language loses its life when teachers and students set the goal to master only "lifeless" lexical and
grammatical forms. Someone noticed that personality is a product of culture. This definition also
applies to language. The linguo-sociocultural method combines language structures (grammar,
vocabulary, etc.) with extralinguistic factors.

Communicative approach. The first line in the popularity rating of methods is actively held
by the communicative approach, which, as its name implies, is aimed at the practice of
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communication. This technique works great in Europe and the USA. The communicative technique,
as its name already implies, is aimed precisely at the possibility of communication.

Intensive technique. Particularly popular is the intensive English teaching methodology. She
helps everyone for whom the phrases "Time is money" and "Money is time" are equivalent. To
study English at an intense pace allows a high degree of stereotyping — this language consists of
25% clichés. By remembering and practicing a certain circle of "stable expressions", you can, in
principle, explain yourself and understand your interlocutor.

Emotional-semantic method. The source of the emotional-semantic method of studying
foreign languages is the Bulgarian psychiatrist Lozanov, who worked with patients according to his
own method of psycho-correction. He created the so-called interest groups, and learning a foreign
language was a medical tool. The Kitaygorodskaya school has been working for 25 years using the
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method of the same name, built on a combination of Lazanov developments with a fundamental
course, and accepts both adults and children.

Today the professional language teacher has a good grounding in the various techniques and
new approaches, and they know and understand the history and evolution of teaching
methodologies. The modern teacher will in fact use a variety of methodologies and approaches,
choosing techniques from each method that they consider effective and applying them according to
the learning context and objectives. They prepare their lessons to facilitate the understanding of the
new language being taught and do not rely on one specific «best method».
There are some examples of it:

. The teacher proposes a variety of exercises, both written and oral, to improve the learner’s
accuracy, fluency and communicative ability.

. The teacher corrects errors immediately if the scope of the classroom activity is accuracy,
but if the scope of the activity is fluency these errors will be corrected later on.

. The teacher develops all four linguistic capabilities (reading, writing, listening and
speaking).

. To improve pronunciation the teacher uses drills, where students repeat automatically the

phrases spoken by the teacher.

Suggestopedia. This method is based on the idea that the mind has great potential and can
retain information by the power of suggestion. This teaching method uses relaxation as a means of
retaining new knowledge.

In their initial lessons learners receive large quantities of information in the new language. The text
is translated and then read aloud with classical music in the background.

The scope is to supply an atmosphere of total relaxation where understanding is purely accidental
and subliminal. Using large quantities of linguistic material introduces the idea that language
understanding is easy and natural.

In the following lesson, learners use the material in a variety of communication activities. The
original learning techniques and theory developed in 1970s to 1980s by Georgi Lozanov have since
developed into the Accelerated Learning movement. This method is focused on meaningful texts
and vocabulary.

Total Physical Response (TPR). This method draws on the basic principles of how young
children learn their first language. Developed by James Asher, this teaching method involves a wide
range of physical activities and a lot of listening and comprehension, as well as an emphasis on
learning as fun and stimulating.

The Silent Way. Another example of a method categorized under the Humanistic
Approaches, with this technique the teacher is supposed to be practically silent — hence the name of
the method — and avoids explaining everything to the students.
This method is based on a problem solving approach to learning, whereby the students’ learning
becomes autonomous and co-operative.
The scope is to help students select the appropriate phrases and know how to control them, with
good intonation and rhythm. The teacher does not repeat the material nor supplies the phrases that
the student has to imitate, and there is no use of the learner’s native language.

Success is a Process, Not a Destination.Taken this way, success is turned into an ongoing
iterative process. We may have a big goal we are working on and are not clear on the exact path
forward. As long as we continue to try and move forward and we are conscious of our goal, we will
make progress.

Everyone makes mistakes—we are only human-but the problem that happens with so many
people is that we keep making the same mistakes over and over. I have personally made a lot of
mistakes, and to be frank, I have made the same mistake a few times.

It hit me hard when I first saw Bernard Shaw’s quote; it was as if he was pointing directly at
me. Everyone wants their work to be meaningful and fulfilling. No one wants to be “stuck.”

But it feels like I get stuck all the time. The quote brought me to this question: Why am I
making the same mistakes?

I know I get up after setbacks. But do I make sure I reflect on my mistakes after making
them?

The quote changed the way I do life because it inspired me to add more retrospection into
my daily life.

The Successful Postmortem

There is the concept of a postmortem, which literally means “an examination after death”.
Every time a mistake happens or a uncomfortable situation takes place, I do a personal postmortem.
I write down what happened, why it happened, and how can I prevent it from ever happening again.

With this I have found that common mistakes arise from being too emotional or careless.
This exercise has worked wonders for my life. The act of writing it down has caused me to be more
deliberate and to think things through. Of course I still make mistakes, but it has definitely reduced
the amount of overall mistakes I make.

What Makes a Successful Group?

It’s one thing to make personal changes; it’s a whole other ball game to change as a group.

People often come together to form a company, institute, family, non-profit, or some other
type of collective. Everyone has their own hopes and desires, but the point of joining a group is a
shared vision, one that everyone believes in.

It gets really hard to not make repeated mistakes when you have a group of people.
Knowledge gets lost so easy between people so you must work even harder to make sure past
lessons are not forgotten. People come and go from the team and so even more knowledge gets lost.
It is imperative to make sure systems and processes are built so that learned knowledge is not lost.
Anytime you see the same work happening more than once, it should be turned into documentation
and put into a shared knowledge base. Postmortems are even more important in a group settings.
Everyone who is invovled in the issue should come together in a meeting to discuss what happened,
why it happened, and how to prevent it in the future. Every group of people will do this differently,
but not matter what you do, you must have an agreed upon process to make sure your group does
not make the same mistakes over and over.

Conclusion

If we use this framework, we can apply it to any goal we have in life, whether its for
personal or group goals.

From this point of view, we all know mistakes will happen, but as long as you learn from
your mistakes and never allow them to repeat, you will be successful. The journey is often more
important then the actual destination, so let’s make sure the journey is always headed in the right
direction.

The Klondike Gold Rush

1. In late summer, 1896, a family of weary prospectors was traveling through the inhospitable
lands of Yukon, Canada. The region was famous for its harsh climate, poor infrastructure and very
little else. Few rapidly decaying towns dotted the landscape, their inhabitants making a living not
from prospecting, but rather from trading skins and furs with indigenous tribes.

2. The family has stopped to rest on a bank of a small creek, a tributary of Klondike River. As
they were setting up a camp, they took a notice of a shiny rock glittering in the water. Exploring up
and down the river revealed at least four large veins of gold, which George Carmack, the lead
prospector, has claimed to himself and his family.

3. Next morning he had registered his claims at the police station, and the news spread with
locals like a wildfire. The first discovery soon led to another, even larger vein. As it was a dead of
winter by then, it went largely unnoticed by authorities and mainland prospectors. Locals, in turn,
encouraged by stories about golden rivers and emboldened by the notion that native tribes saw no
value in gold, went through extreme hardships to claim the best mining spots.
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4. On July 15, 1897, two ships returned from Yukon to Seattle, bringing Klondike prospectors
along with more than a 1,000,0008 (which, accounting for the inflation, roughly equals
1,000,000,000$ in 2020) of worth in gold. The story has caught the attention of the press, and soon
almost 100,000 explorers stampeded to Klondike, eager to repeat the successes of the first
prospectors. Most of these people had no experience in mining whatsoever, and many of them were
unemployed earlier. Even if they didn’t want to go, they couldn’t just let the others have all the
fame and riches. As the competition grew, the would-be-prospectors started to trade in claims
instead of mining for actual gold. To accommodate a rush of explorers, Seattle was transformed into
a major transport hub, which it still remains nowadays.

5. Getting to Klondike was an adventure in itself. Richer people could sail all the way to their
destination, albeit the ticket price has risen a hundredfold over the course of the 3-year long rush.
Travelling by land implied carrying over a ton of supplies to last through the year, bringing pack
animals, dogs, sleds and hiring various specialists that knew the land and would be able to care
about animals.

6. Of 100,000 prospectors that answered the call of gold, only about 40,000 have actually
reached Klondike, and only about 4000 of those became rich. By the time the vast majority of
people had arrived into Dawson City, the last outpost of civilization near the mines, all of the major
claims were mined out, and the remaining ones required some major investment to explore and gave
a little guarantee of success. In 1898 first of the disillusioned (and often ruined) prospectors started
to return home, and by 1899 the legend of fabulous Klondike died out as swiftly as it had begun
mere three years before that.

The Future Is Perfect

Scientist Ray Kurzweil — called the smartest futurist on Earth by Microsoft founder Bill Gates — has
been predicting new technologies many years before they arrived. Here, Ray explains why he
believes today's 60-year-olds could go on to live forever.

“We are living through the most exciting period of human history. Computer technology and our
understanding of genes — our body's software programs — are accelerating at an incredible rate. |
and many other scientists now believe that in around 20 years we will have the ability to re-
programme our bodies' software so we can stop, then reverse, ageing. Then nanotechnology will let
us live for ever. Already, extremely small machines called nanobots are being tested in animals.
These will soon be used to destroy tumours, unblock blood clots and perform operations without
scars. Ultimately, nanobots will replace blood cells and do their work thousands of times more
effectively. Within 25 years we will be able to run very fast for 15 minutes without taking a breath,
or go scuba-diving for four hours without oxygen. Heart attack victims will calmly drive to the
doctors for a minor operation as the nanobots in their blood will keep them alive. Nanotechnology
will extend our mental capacities so much that we will be able to write books within minutes.
Nanobots will allow us to go anywhere we like inside our minds. We will be able to make our own
dreams. In our daily lives, hologram-like figures will pop up in our brain to explain what is
happening.

These technologies should not seem at all fanciful. Our phones now perform tasks we wouldn't have
dreamed possible 20 years ago. When [ was a student in 1965, my university's only computer cost
£7million and was huge. Today your mobile phone is a million times less expensive and a thousand
times more powerful. That's a billion times more capable for the same price.

According to my theory we will experience another huge increase in technological capability for the
same cost in the next 25 years. So we can look forward to a world where humans become like
robots, with artificial limbs and organs. This might sound unbelievable, but in fact it is already
happening. People have artificial body parts and even some people with mental conditions have
neural implants.

As we approach the 21st century's second decade, stunning medical breakthroughs are a regular
occurrence. In 2008 we discovered skin cells can be changed into the equivalent of embryonic cells.
This means that not only will we be able to repair organs, we will also be able to grow them. In a
few years we will all know the diseases we have to be careful of and we will be protected from each
one of them. Of course, it's important to ensure we get to take advantage of the upcoming
technologies by living well and not getting hit by a bus.
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By the middle of this century we will have electronic back-up copies of the information in our
bodies and brains that make us who we are. Then we really will be able to live forever.”

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The German chancellor Angela Merkel has told politicians that (1)  to build a
multicultural society in Germany have "(2)  failed".

Debate about something called multiculturalism is very widespread and passionate these days
throughout the world. Both its 1 and those who denounce it seem to be under the illusion that
multiculturalism is something very new. But it isn’t new at all. Multiculturalism is as old as human
cultures have existed. And it has always been the subject of passionate debate.

2 humans resided, there have always been groups that consider themselves somehow more
indigenous to the region than others. The “indigenous” have tended to use a rhetoric of cultural
purity, which they see as being defiled, or 3 | by others who are marginal or newly-arrived in
the region, and who have therefore fewer rights than the indigenous groups (or no rights
whatsoever). The response of this 4  group has always been to claim some version or other of
multiculturalism. That is, they have argued in favor of according equal rights to all (or most)
residents, whether or not they share some of the cultural practices of the self-styled “indigenous”
population. Humans have always been on the 5 for many reasons. One is ecological exhaustion
of the area from which they are moving. 6 is the attraction of a higher standard of 7
elsewhere. A third is that for some reason they are being chased out of the area from which they are
moving. The reality is that, if we trace descent far enough into the past, no one is where their
ancestors once were. We are all migrants. We are none of us indigenous except by suppressing
historical reality. To be sure, this issue has caused more acute strife in recent decades for two
simple reasons. Technological 8 in transport and communications make it far easier to migrate
further and faster than in earlier times. And the polarization of the world-system is much greater,
making it 9 more tempting for persons in poorer countries to move to richer countries. 10
the fact that we are living amid the structural crisis of the modern world-system has meant that the
rate of real unemployment has mounted very sharply. 11  the search for scapegoats has led to

focusing on the migrants who are 12 the cause of the high unemployment rates in the wealthier
countries.

The pattern of moving up the ladder of wealth of countries 13 of course to persons from the
Global South migrating to the Global North. Let us say Mexico to the United States, Morocco to
France, Philippines to Japan. It applies as well further down the ladder of wealth. Let us say
Guatemala to Mexico, Mozambique to South Africa, Paraguay to Brazil. In every case, there is
always a reaction from the receiving country demanding the exclusion or expulsion of the in-
migrants, ostensibly to 14 jobs in the receiving country as well as the so-called indigenous
culture. Rhetoric against multiculturalism serves (and is 15 to serve) to get normally left voters
in any country to support those who use the xenophobic language of the right and far right
movements. And no doubt it often succeeds in doing this. Rhetoric in favor of multiculturalism
serves (...) to get normally relatively centrist voters to support movements further left as a bulwark
about xenophobia. And no doubt it often succeeds in doing this. What do we know about what
really happens in most countries? In one way or another, all countries are multicultural. That is,
there are groups of persons who have distinguishable cultural practices. They have different
religions or languages or marriage customs. These different customs are pursued with different
degrees of diligence. In periods that are not too 16 in economic terms, there is a good deal of
neighborly interaction between persons of different groups, and often considerable intermarriage,
further ~ 17  the group distinctions less important and more difficult to discern. In times,
however, of economic stress, xenophobic themes grow more important in popular discourse and
often lead to acute 18 . Neighbors turn against neighbors. Children of intergroup marriages are
forced to avow allegiance to one or the other group. Countries become more protectionist. Legal
freedom of movement across frontiers becomes more difficult. There is a considerable increase in
violence of all kinds. To be sure, we need to distinguish between different situations in terms of the
demographics. There have been zones in which an existing population was submerged by a
relatively large and strong inmigrating population, which wiped out (or totally subordinated) the
groups that had been there. Think of the Taino in Caribbean islands or the Fijians faced with a
Hindu in-migration in the Pacific. And then there are in-migrations of 19  persons from the
Global North into zones where they buy out the desirable land, raise costs generally, and force
groups that had been previously there into marginal existences. This is now happening around the
globe in zones that are climatically more desirable. The claims of the “indigenous™ groups to
maintaining their cultural patterns and collective values has a quite different tonality in the case of
resistance to in-migration of groups at the bottom of some social scale than of persons at the top of
some social scale. And herein precisely are the dilemmas. Are we capable of understanding and
acting on this distinction? Can we _ 20 sensibly different policies in the two cases? Can we in
effect support the inevitable and desirable form of multiculturalism that is the basis of a fruitful
peaceful interchange of cultural values? Or will we succumb to xenophobic ethnic cleansings across
the world?

The island measures 77
km in length and 38 km at its widest. The largest island in Scotland's Inner Hebrides, Skye covers
an area of 1,740 sq km, about half the size of the state of Rhode Island in the USA. Skye's
landscape is dominated by the spectacular Black Cuillin Hills, which an English journalist
H.V.Morton (1892 -1979) described in his book in Search of Scotland. «Imagine Wagner's Ride of
the Valkyries frozen in stone and hung up like a colossal screen against the sky.

In
response, the angry sun buried his burning spear at Cailleach Bhur as she rode across Skye. But he
missed his mark and destroyed the landscape which broke into a range of hills - the Cuillins. Skye's
inhabitants often tell this tale to explain the curious fact that these hills are rarely snow-covered,
even in winter. When surrounding hills are covered with snow, the Black Cuillins stand dark against
the sky.

Twenty peaks feature in the Black Cuillins, 15 of them more than 914 m in height. The tallest, Sgur
Alasdair, stands 1,009 in high. The peaks came into existence some 50 million years ago. The Red
Cuillin Hills, some 16 km to the east are more rounded than the Black Cuillins. The south of the
island stands the unusual rock known as the old Man of Storr. Both these formations had their
beginnings 10,000 years ago.

Little of Skye's landscape can support the barley, oats and other crops grown elsewhere in Scotland.
Areas of human settlement occur only rarely. Thousands of seabirds nest on the island's coast and
shore. The puffin which nests on dangerous rocks, can catch small fish in great numbers. It is not
unusual for a puffin to return to its nest with as many as 14 fish in its mouth.

An architect who revolutionized the lives of London’s commuters.
A
Roland Paoletti was the driving force behind the dramatic, award-winning stations on the £3 billion
Jubilee Line Extension (JLE) to the London Underground system, the most ambitious building
programme on the Tube for many decades. An irascible Anglo-Italian, Paoletti possessed the
persuasiveness and tenacity to take on the vested political interests at play in the planning of the 10-
mile Jubilee Line Extension to ensure good design and innovation. Historically, architects employed
on Tube projects had been restricted to ‘fitting out’ the designs of railway and civil engineers with
few or no aesthetic concerns, and whom Paoletti dismissed as visionless ‘trench-diggers. The
Jubilee line would be unique in that for the first time the architects would be responsible for
designing entire underground stations.

As the commissioning architect in overall charge, Paoletti’s approach was to let light flood down
into the stations along the line. The project’s centrepiece was the extraordinary huge new station at
Canary Wharf, designed by Norman Foster and Partners to handle up to 40,000 passengers an hour
at peak times. ‘Everybody keeps saying that it’s like a cathedral; complained Paoletti.They’re
wrong. It actually is a cathedral: Explaining his approach to designing underground stations,
Paoletti likened the Jubilee line to architectural free-form jazz, the stations responding to their
different contexts as dramatic variations on a theme. Instead of uniformity, Paoletti envisaged
variety achieved in the beauty of raw materials like concrete, and the architectural power of simple,
large spaces for robust and practical stations.

C
He procured the most talented individual architects he could find to design 11 new stations along
the line, creating a unique variety of architectural statement pieces — notably different but all
beautiful — in what had been a largely desolate stretch of urban east London.‘For the price of an
underground ticket; he promised, ‘you will see some of the greatest contributions to engineering
and architecture worldwide’ Paoletti’s sweeping vision did not disappoint. With their swagger and
individualism, the stations have been widely acclaimed as a tour de force in public transport
architecture.

D
In pressing for a seamless marriage between architecture and engineering, Paoletti was concerned to
make the stations pleasing to the eye, and the daily grind of commuters using them as uplifting an
experience as possible. The result was generally reckoned to be the finest set of stations since the
classic designs for the Piccadilly line by Charles Holden in the 1930s. In Holden’s day, design
stopped at the top of the escalators leading down to the platforms, a symptom of the Tube’s
tradition of treating architecture and engineering as separate disciplines. From the start, Paoletti
promised ‘a symbiosis of architecture and engineering’ throughout. This is particularly evident at
Westminster station, where Michael Hopkins solved structural difficulties by designing fantastic
supporting structures redolent of science-fiction — what Paoletti called ‘engineering that expresses
itself as architecture... in which people can delight.’

E
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He wanted the designs of the JLE stations to have a uniformity of voice, or, as he put it, ‘a
philosophical uniformity’. Paoletti contrasted the drama of MacCormac Jamieson Prichard’s design
for Southwark station with the vast glass drum of Ron Herron’s Canada Water station, intended as a
response to the area’s bleakness, ‘a big, splendid beacon that has transformed the area from a
wasteland almost overnight” To critics who complained about the expense of these grand designs,
Paoletti pointed out that the same cut-and-cover, box-station design that allowed his architects a
free hand with their various structures also saved London Underground millions in tunnelling costs.
‘In any case, he noted, ‘you have to decide at the beginning whether you’re going to see an
underground station as a kind of vehicular underpass that happens to have people in it, or whether
it’s a building; a building with some other kind of job to do, like making people comfortable.’

LICENSE WITHOUT A DRIVING TEST

Something many drivers in Germany are only able to dream about has become reality in Ireland: a
driving license without a driving test. According to a report in the London newspaper ,,The
Guardian" almost 45,000 learner drivers in Ireland will be allowed to drive on the roads of the

116



Emerald Isle without having taken a driving test. The British newspaper reports that the Irish
government is taking this rather unusual step because 60,000 learner drivers have been waiting for a
long time to take their tests. In Ireland there are only about 200 examiners for all candidates and so
there is naturally a long waiting period.

All the 45,000 applicants who are now allowed to drive without a license have been driving for
about six months and are therefore considered capable of driving a car. Their licenses are valid for a
year. Afterwards, they may have to take their tests. This unusual step is only possible because in
Ireland and the United Kingdom learners can practise driving in their parents' or friends' cars. The
only condition is that a license holder has to sit next to him to supervise their driving and give them
advice. So they usually have much more driving experience before they take their tests than drivers
in Germany.
