TEENAGE PROBLEMS

Today it is fashionable to speak about teenage problems. A few years ago alcohol,
fights, murders and other kinds of violence were more problems of adults rather than
young people.

But now, as official reports admit, violence, AIDS, drugs and alcohol are more and
more associated with youngest. For many children from poor families violence,
drinking problems and all that is associated with poverty becomes more and more
real.

The Government surveys show that every fifth teenager who was arrested for
criminal actions, was younger that 14 and couldn't be sent to prison. Almost half of
teenagers have an experience with drugs, alcohol and sex under age of 16. A lot of
teenagers who have drug or alcohol addiction almost never believe that they are
dependent. These things are often combined with family and school problems.

What has gone wrong? Some specialists explain that the changes of our society,
the system of our life force young people to choose their own lifestyle. On the one
hand, our society agrees that 15-17-years old people are old enough to be responsible
for what they do and gives them quite a lot of freedom and rights. On the other hand,
most adults think that teenagers are too young to be taken seriously. This
misunderstanding has produced many problems. Actually, a lot of teenagers say that
their parents let them do anything they want and are quite indifferent to their
problems. Many teenagers get upset or depressed when they can't solve their
problems. As a result, it makes them believe that there is only one way out - to stop
living and commit suicide.

No doubt, the teens' problems will increase. And young people should feel that
they are cared about.

Educational system in GB.

All British children must stay at school from the age of 5 until they are 16.
Many of them stay longer and take final examination when they are
17 or 18. Before 1965 all children had to go through special intelligence tests.
There were different types of state secondary schools and at the age of 11 children
went to different schools in accordance of with the results of the tests.

State schools are divided into the following types:
- Grammar schools. Children who go to grammar schools are usually those who
show a preference for academic subjects, although many grammar schools now

also have some technical courses.
- Technical schools. Some children go to technical schools. Most courses there are
either commercial or technical.

- Modern schools. Boys and girls who are interested in working with there hands
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and learning in a practical way can go to a technical schools and learn some trade.
- Comprehensive schools. These schools usually combine all types of secondary
education. They have physic, chemistry, biology laboratories, machine workshops
for metal and woodwork and also geography, history and art departments,
commercial and domestic courses.

There are also many schools which the State doesn’t control. They are private
schools. They charge fees for educating children and many of them are boarding
schools, at which pupils live during the term time.

After leaving school many young people go to colleges or further education. Those
who become students at Colleges of Technology (called Techs”) come from
different  schools at  different ages  between 15 and 17.
The lectures at such colleges, each an hour long, start at 8,15 and end at 4,45 in the
afternoon.

From the end of World War Il the state in the United Kingdom provides a full
range of free educational facilitates. Those parents who send their children to
private institution, and could afford it, are free to do so.

At the age of 16 pupils take school-leaving examinations in several subjects at the
Ordinary level. The exam used to be conducted by eight independent examining
boards, most of them connected with the university.
This examination could also be taken by candidates at a further education
establishment. This exam was called the General Certificate of Education
(GCE). Pupils of comprehensive school had taken the examination called the
Certificate of Secondary Education either with or instead of the GCE.

There are over 90 universities in GB. They are divided into three types: the old
universities (Oxford, Cambridge and Edinburgh Universities), in the 19th century
universities, such as London and Manchester universities, and the new universities.
Some years ago there were also polytechnics. After graduating from polytechnic a
student got a degree, but it was not a university degree. 31 formers polytechnics
were given university status in 1992,

Full courses of study offer the degree of Bachelor of Art or Science.
Most degree courses at universities last three years, language courses 4 years
(including year spent aboard). Medicine and dentistry courses are longer (5-7
years).

Most students live away from home, in flats of halls of residence.

Students don’t usually have a job during term time because the lessons called
lectures, seminars, classes of tutorials (small groups), are full time. However,
many students now have to work in the evenings.
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University life is considered «an experience». The exams are competitive but the
social life and living away from home are also important. The social life is
excellent with a lot of clubs, parties, concerts, bars.

There are not only universities in Britain but also colleges. Colleges offer courses
in teacher training, courses in technology and some professions connected with
medicine.

THE FAMILY CIRCLE: MIDDLE AGE

As the children grow up, the family undergoes certain changes. Parental roles shift
from child rearing and socialization to financial maintenance coupled with keeping a
watchful eye on the children's school and social activities and preparing them for
adulthood.

Middle age is generally considered to be the stage in the life cycle when parents
finally achieve a degree of independence, from both the burdens and the delights of
raising children. At this stage in the life cycle, marriage often comes under strain. As
in the earliest stage of marriage, the couple may find themselves alone with each
other. For many it is a period of crisis, since it involves a change in roles. This may
have advantages. The husband and wife can travel more freely or go out more often
without worrying about their children. They may have greater financial independence
if their wages or salaries are higher than in their younger days and if they do not have
to spend as much money on their children, who, by this stage, probably have jobs of
their own.

On the other hand, middle age is coupled with physiological changes that can
cause health problems or simply a feeling that life is passing by. Women who have
taken primary responsibility for raising their children may feel a loss at their
departure. The same may apply to men, of course, but usually not to the same degree.
New relationships are formed with children-in-law, and it is often difficult for parents
to adjust to the fact that their children share their love with their own spouses as well
as with the parents. (Mother-in-law jokes are found throughout the world and have
much basis in fact.) In addition, both men and women may feel a loss in confidence
owing to the feeling that they are no longer as sexually attractive as they once were.
This too may put strains on the marital bond and cause partners to stray.

THE BASIC FORMS OF ANIMAL LIFE AND HOW THEY DIFFER
Scientists think that the first organisms in the history of the Earth resembled
cyanobacteria (formerly called blue-green algae). These ancient organisms first arose
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around 3.5 billion years ago, roughly a billion years after the Earth was formed.
These early single-celled organisms lived in the warm salty pools of such organic
elements as carbon, nitrogen, oxygen, and hydrogen. As the environment changed
over millions of years, these primitive cells underwent a process known as natural
selection, giving rise in time to cells that were more plantlike and those that were
animal-like. Soon many of these organisms developed from having one cell to having
many cells, becoming more and more complex. Eventually some animals moved into
fresh water. Others began to live on land. Over time, the Earth underwent geologic
and atmospheric changes, which caused some animals to die out, others to thrive, and
others to adapt to the changed environment. The changes resulted in the great
diversity of life we see today.

Exactly when and how the animal kingdom evolved from the earliest simple life
forms to the diversity we see today are questions that continue to challenge scientists.
Many different hypotheses have been presented as new evidence is uncovered and
studied. What is clear is that at some point hundreds of millions of years after the
earliest animals evolved, a group of animals arose that had the beginnings of an
internal skeleton and a rudimentary backbone, a semiflexible structure made of
cartilage called a notochord. These animals were called the chordates. In addition to
their rudimentary backbones, the chordates also had a crude cord of nervous tissue
running along their backs—the forerunner of our spinal cords. Within this group
arose a subgroup of animals with an internal skeleton and spine made of bone. This
latter group included the earliest vertebrates. Today, vertebrates are among the most
familiar animals. They include the mammals, reptiles, birds, fish, and amphibians.
The other major branch of the animal kingdom consists of the invertebrates—animals
without backbones. They include insects, sponges, corals, jellyfish, clams, lobsters,
and starfish.

The vertebrates make up only about 5 percent of all animal species. Invertebrates
make up the remaining 95 percent. There are some 4,500 species of mammals. More
than 1 million insect species have been described, though scientists believe that
represents far less than the total number. Still, this makes insects the largest group
within the animal kingdom.
