Standards of spelling and grammar among an entire generation of English-speaking university
students are now so poor that there is ‘a degree of crisis’ in their written use of the language, the
publisher of a new dictionary has warned. Its research revealed that students have only a limited
grasp of the most basic rules of spelling, punctuation and meaning, blamed in part on an
increasing dependence on ‘automatic tools’ such as computer spellcheckers and unprecedented
access to rapid communication using e-mail and the Internet. The problem is not confined to the
US, but applies also to students in Australia, Canada and Britain.

Students were regularly found to be producing incomplete or rambling, poorly connected
sentences, mixing metaphors ‘with gusto’ and overusing dull, devalued words such as
‘interesting’ and ‘good’. Overall they were unclear about appropriate punctuation, especially the
use of commas, and failed to understand the basic rules of subject/verb agreement and the
difference between ‘there’, ‘their’ and ‘they’re’.

Kathy Rooney, editor-in-chief of the dictionary, said, ‘We need to be very concerned at the
extent of the problems with basic spelling and usage that our research has revealed. This has
significant implications for the future, especially for young people. We thought it would be
useful to get in touch with teachers and academics to find out what problems their students were
having with their writing and what extra help they might need from a dictionary. The results
were quite shocking. We are sure that the use of computers has played a part. People rely
increasingly on automatic tools such as spellcheckers that are much more passive than going to a
dictionary and looking something up. That can lull them into a false sense of security.’

Beth Marshall, an English professor, said, ‘The type of student we’re getting now is very
different from what we were seeing 10 years ago and it is often worrying to find out how little
students know. There are as many as 800 commonly misspelled words, particularly pairs of
words that are pronounced similarly but spelled differently and that have different meanings —

A summit meeting (or just summit) is an international meeting of heads of state or government,
usually with considerable media exposure, tight security, and a prearranged agenda. Notable
summit meetings include those of Franklin D. Roosevelt, Winston Churchill, and Joseph
Stalin during World War II.

My friends in Russia have a typical kind of Russian character — very generous, kind of motherly.
They are very hospitable, and really look after you if you go and stay with them. I went to visit
my friend Natasha’s mother and she cooked a huge meal with all different kinds of food. So, that
is an important factor.

1. State and official visits to the United States are formal visits by the head of state (state visit) or
chief of government (official visit).

2. The first visit of a foreign state to the United States was the state visit of the then-independent
Kingdom of Hawaii in 1874.

3. State visits can only occur on the invitation of the president of the United States.

4. Official visits, in contrast, are usually visits by the chief of government of a foreign state.

5. State visits to the United States are always reciprocated, at a later time, with a state visit by the
United States.

6. For state and official visits, a formal arrival ceremony will typically be hosted by the
president.

7. The arrival ceremony is conducted by a civilian welcoming committee, as well as a large
number of military personnel.

8. For official working visits, a different arrival ceremony will be held at the parade ground of
the Pentagon.

9. After an exchange of greetings, the President and First Lady will introduce the visitor and his
or her spouse to the welcoming committee.

10. Honors are rendered to the visiting state; the military escort is brought to attention and the
duty band performs the visitor national anthem.

11. Following the performance of the national anthems, the president and the visitor will inspect
the military escort.

12. Following the pass in review, the President delivers remarks welcoming the visitor, to which
the visitor then responds.

13. The President and the visitor proceed to the White House via the Blue Room.

State visit or official visit: What's the difference?
A state visit reflects the highest level of hospitality, honor and formality in relations between
nations. A foreign head of state visits upon an invitation of the host head of state. Arrival
ceremonies include playing of the national anthems of the two nations, review of the honor
guards, rendering of full military honors (including a 21-gun salute for the head of state). The
visiting official can have eight to 10 personnel as part of the official delegation. The host country
shoulders the costs for the visit. A state visit often includes the conferment of decorations and
exchange of symbolic gifts. It can also include an address by the visiting head of state to the
legislature of the host country as well as visits to various national memorials and the inclusion of
cultural activities.
A high-ranking official from Cabinet level to head of government is invited to pay an official
visit to another country by its government. The visiting official can have up to six personnel as
part of the official delegation. The host country shoulders the costs for the visit. If the visitor is
the head of government, honors are given.
In a working visit, an official meets with a counterpart to discuss issues concerning both
countries. The host country does not shoulder the costs for the visit.

State visits
State visits are important. They are the highest form of diplomatic contact between two
countries, and they often mark the further development in bilateral relations.
State visits are also viewed as being effective. For instance, the office of the German president
notes that: “Such visits make a valuable contribution to foreign relations, for although the
Federal Republic of Germany is represented abroad by its embassies, it is often only through
face-to-face talks between leaders that productive outcomes fair to both sides can be found.
Whether the objective is coordinating policy, explaining German interests or resolving any
bilateral problems that may arise from time to time, the kind of informal talks the Federal
President has with foreign leaders during his trips abroad can be most helpful.” Similarly, the
British government emphasizes: “Concerns about any matters, including observance of
international law by the country concerned, may be raised during a state visit.”
Finally, state visits take place only relatively rarely. Part of the explanation is that such visits are
time-consuming and expensive; they are characterized by major ceremonial and diplomatic



protocol and formality. The costs of the visit are usually borne by the host country. For instance,
in the United Kingdom, where the Queen acts as host, the royal protocol describes a state visit as
follows: “Each visit lasts from a Tuesday to a Friday, and the visiting Head of State stays either
at Buckingham Palace, Windsor Castle or, occasionally, The Palace of Holyroodhouse in
Edinburgh. During the visit, the Head of State will meet the Prime Minister, government
ministers, leaders of the political parties, as well as meeting the heads of diplomatic missions in
London, and leaders of commerce and industry. The Head of State will attend a State Banquet in
his or her honour, and host a banquet in turn. One day is spent by the visiting Head of State
outside London or Edinburgh, visiting places or organisations of interest to the visitor so that
they can see various aspects of British life.” Given this immense amount of preparations, it is not
surprising that the British Queen usually hosts only two incoming state visits each year.

The overwhelming majority of foreign travels by politicians, then, are other visits than state
visits. Trips can still have official character; others may be working visits, trips with semi-
official character, or private visits. While all of these visits could be, in principle, associated with
economic issues, some visits are clearly unrelated to the economy (such as attendance at
ceremonies).

Secretary of State John Kerry made it clear this week that American foreign policy decisions
affect the lives of Americans. Mr. Kerry spoke during a visit to the University of Virginia. The
school was established by the country’s first Secretary of State, Thomas Jefferson.

The visit came at a time when Congress and President Obama are debating federal spending.
Secretary Kerry used his speech to call attention to the importance of diplomacy. And he
explained why the international affairs budget should not be cut.

Mr. Kerry said foreign policy matters do not just include threats to the United States. He said
they include “the products Americans buy, the goods they sell, the jobs they create, and the
opportunity we provide for economic growth and vitality.”

Secretary Kerry said one study found that most Americans thought the international affairs
budget was 25 percent of the national budget. Many of those questioned wanted to reduce
foreign affairs spending to 10 percent. He noted that such spending represents, in fact,just over 1
percent of the national budget.

This week, Barack Obama began his second term as president of the United States. The public
swearing-in ceremony took place on Monday at the Capitol building in Washington.

In a speech, Mr. Obama read from parts of the United States Constitution and the Declaration of
Independence. In his speech, Mr. Obama said he will make climate change one of his top goals.
He said that failing to deal with the threat from rising temperatures would betray the world’s
children.

Environmental groups welcomed the president’s desire to act on climate change. The Sierra
Club called his comments ‘heartening.’ It said global warming is an urgent issue forthe whole



world. But many opponents of Mr. Obama’s policies disagree. They say it wouldcost too much
for the American economy to move away from using oil and other fossil fuels. The president
raised other issues of disagreement between the Republican and Democratic Parties. For
example, he made it clear that now is the time to re-examine American immigration
policies. The president predicted that some immigrants could one day

become the country’s technological leaders.

Environmental pollution
Environmental pollution is a term that refers to all the ways by which people pollute the
surroundings. The major types of environmental pollution are air pollution, water pollution,
noise pollution, thermal pollution and soil pollution.
Badly polluted air can cause illness, and even death. Air pollution brings to mind visions of
smokestacks billowing black clouds into the sky, but this pollution comes in many forms. The
burning of fossil fuels, in both energy plants and vehicles, releases massive amounts of carbon
dioxide into the atmosphere, causing climate change. Some of the chemicals, when released into
the air, contribute to smog and acid rain.
Polluted water kills fish and other marine life. Litter in the world’s oceans comes from many
sources, including containers that fall off ships during storms, trash that washes off city streets
into rivers that lead into the sea, and waste from landfills that blows into streams or directly into
the ocean. Once in the ocean, this debris may degrade slowly and persist for years, traveling the
currents, accumulating in large patches and washing up on beaches.
Pollution of soil reduces the amount of land available for growing food. Use of pesticides and
fertilizers on farms has increased. They are not directly toxic and can destroy weeds and insects
that harm crops, but their presence can alter the nutrient system in freshwater and marine areas.
Adverse environmental effects can cause the loss of biodiversity on our planet. Implacably and
with growing speed, nature is moving towards a total ecological breakdown. People dirty the air
with gases and smoke, poison the water with chemicals and solid waste, and damage the soil
with too many fertilizers and pesticides. They ruin natural beauty by scattering junk and litter on
the land and in the water. Factories discharge much of the material that pollutes air and water.
Forests are disappearing and the planet's deforestation leads to the irreversible climate change.

But globalization has not been good for working
people (blue or white collar) and has led to the continuing deindustrialization of America.
