The man who made ballooning history



In 2002 Steve Fossett became the first man to fly a balloon solo non-stop around the world.
The millionaire adventurer had made six previous attempts on the record, but had been
very unfortunate. In 1998 he had an utterly lucky escape when his balloon plunged 8,700
metres into the sea. 'It was rather terrifying and | was deeply disappointed' said Fossett
afterwards.

This time, after leaving the Australian town of Northam on June i9th, the 58-year-old
American covered more than 19,000 miles in thirteen days, a very amazing achievement.
He travelled incredibly fast, sometimes at speeds of up to 200 mph.

In extremely low temperatures, Fossett spent two weeks in The Spirit of Freedom, a
completely small capsule attached to a 42-metre-high silver balloon. Fossett experienced
some absolutely frightening moments, especially over the Andes, where it was extremely
difficult to keep the balloon stable.

‘Steve has conquered the last quite significant aviation challenge in the world,' said Sir
Richard Branson, who himself had tried unsuccessfully to win the record. 'To have flown
20,000 miles over the ocean, at the mercy of the weather, alone in a cold, unpressurized
cabin powered by the wind is entirely astonishing.'

Fossett was utterly exhausted after the flight, but speaking by satellite phone shortly after
landing in Australia, he said, 'It is a simply wonderful time for me. Finally after six flights |
have succeeded and it is a quite satisfying experience.’

Drugs gang held after £51 million cocaine seizure

by Neil Darbyshire, Crime Correspondent

CUSTOMS OFFICERS at Southampton found the largest haul of cocaine ever discovered
in Europe - 459 Ib with a street value of £51 million - then launched an international
operation to trap the smuggling gang in Holland.

British, Dutch, French and German officials and police joined in 'Operation Harbinger 117,
which was (1) by a Customs spokesman yesterday as "a triumph of international
liaison."

Eight Dutch people are in cus—-tody in Rotterdam. "This is almost pure cocaine and would
probably have been ‘warehoused' in Holland be—fore being (2) to other
European countries, including Britain," the spokesman said. The cocaine was

(3) in the false roof of a container loaded with ceramic tiles aboard a
Togo-registered ship, the 7,894-ton Tagama, which called at Southampton en route from
Santa Marta, Col-ombia to Rotterdam.

Secret search

When the freighter arrived in Southampton, cargo was (4) so that it could be
restowed. Customs officers noticed the container's pad-lock had been (5),
making it easy to open. One officer opened the door and noticed fresh paint, which
contrasted with the exterior.

The container was taken secretly to a shed where the tiles were removed. The noise
produced by tapping the ceil-ing suggested there was a hol-low space, and the internal
and external heights of the container differed.

The ceiling was cut away with an oxy-acetylene torch and the cocaine was found in 263
packets, each the size of a bag of sugar. It was replaced by bags of grain before the false
ceiling was (6) back into place.

Officials, confident the crew did not know of the cocaine, allowed the Tagama to sail on.
By the time the ship reached Rotterdam, the international operation had begun. Customs
men at Le Havre and Bremen were asked to watch the vessel when she visited those ports.
British Customs officers joined Dutch colleagues to meet the ship at Rotterdam on Oct

2. They watched from hid=ing until the container was (7) by five people on
Tues—day night.
The five took it to a caravan site a Spijkenisse and were (8) as they began to

re-move the false ceiling. Three people were held later.

Mr Arthur Rigby, deputy head of Customs investiga-tions, said they had netted "the Dutch
marketing author=ities” and a major drugs gang.

"If only 20 per cent of the cocaine had come to Britain, it would have created a new market
for the drug."

The Customs spokesman said: "Internationally this was a bloody good job well done but
the alertness of the uni-formed officers at South-ampton must not be 9)."
"At any time the job could have leaked. It also depended on the container being

(10) exactly as it had been before."

Were we happier then?

Catherine Hookham, 85, heaves a big sigh as she sits watching the evening news. Yet
again crime is on the increase - a child's battered body has just been found - and hundreds
of homeless teenagers roam the streets. 'Is there no end to it?"' mutters Catherine as she gets
up to turn off the TV. People were definitely much happier when I was a girl," she says
firmly. 'I'm not saying it was all sentimental like in adverts but we were certainly more
contented. | know wages were much lower but your money just seemed to go further.'
But there are other reasons why Catherine feels that life has become infinitely less
pleasant. Three years ago she was viciously beaten up by a mugger. As a result, she moved
into an old people's home.
‘This would never have happened a few years ago,' she insists. 'Then people could go out
without constantly having to look over their shoulder, and mums could send their kids to
play in the streets without worrying they'd be attacked or offered drugs by someone.
You've only got to look at people's faces to see how depressed and worried they are.'
Alex MacGuillivary of the New Economic Foundation, an independent research centre,
agrees that the quality of life in Britain has definitely deteriorated.
'‘Recent government figures indicate that our standard of living is rising, but they don't take
into account important factors like pollution, crime and stress,' he says. 'And we're
spending more and more money to combat these problems. What people want above all is
security and an environment where their children can grow up to be healthy adults.'

But John McGinty of the Government's Central Statistical Office disagrees that life was
better in the past. He suspects that many people look back at ‘the good old days' through
rose-tinted glasses.

'In 1914, when records first started, the average family were spending two-

thirds of their income on food compared to 15% nowadays,' he says. Today we're better
educated and, with shorter working hours, we have more leisure time. Housing costs about
the same. So we actually have quite a bit more money to spend.’

Single mum Kerry Sparrow, 28, who works for a Bristol charity, is glad she's bringing up
her 18-month-old daughter, Simi, in the nineties. She feels today's society is more open
than it was in her grandmother's day. 'Single mums were ostracized years ago. They were
often put into mother and baby homes and pressurized into giving up their babies for
adoption,' she says. 'Some even ended up being locked away in psychiatric hospitals by
people who thought mothers of illegitimate children were insane.' She insists too that her
child will have much better educational opportunities than daughters born half a century
earlier.

'‘Whether she wants to be a doctor, a bus driver or a solicitor, she can choose. | know life's
not perfect in the nineties - but at least people have a bit more money and the freedom to
decide how they want to live their lives.'

Growing up with brothers and sisters

Probably nothing upsets parents more on a daily basis than constant fighting between
children. If you can accept the fact that fighting between sisters and brothers is a normal
part of growth, you will find it easier to deal with your children's fighting. It takes children
years to learn some of the basic lessons in human relationships, and this includes getting
along with sisters and brothers.

Some degree of rivalry and conflict among sisters and brothers is to be expected. There is
no reason why your firstborn child should welcome a new baby without some jealousy.
Who would want to give up being the centre of the universe?

There are natural reasons for fighting between sisters and brothers: they are often different
sexes; they're almost always different ages, and they have different temperaments. They
don't choose each other, yet they have to share the one or two people they want most for
themselves. So there will always be some competition, as children look for their parents'
attention and try to prove one way or another that they are the 'best'. Sometimes a child
may be jealous because of what a sibling received or was allowed to do. Children's
personalities don't always match perfectly. Conflict can also result from the ordinary
teasing that children do.

Two problem areas for parents related to sibling rivalry are fairness and fighting. One of
the dangers parents face is the notion that they should be ‘fair'. But if they treat all their
children alike, they are unfair to all of them, for they are not all alike. What is 'fair' for one
child may be improper for another. It is not equality that children desire, but to be
recognized as individuals.

Most parents feel deep concern about the endless fighting that goes on among brothers and
sisters. They love each child, and it hurts to see them fight or hurt each other. A great deal
of child-raising energy goes into settling fights and trying to ‘teach’ children to get along.
Difficult as it may be, it is best to do as little as possible. Here's why:

- If the children work it out by themselves, they will probably learn more and suffer less
than if you step in.

- If you step in, it usually means blaming one or the other - most often the older one.
Blaming can cause a chain reaction: guilty feelings, feelings of being unable to deal with
the situation, anger, quarrelling, more fighting, more guilt, and so on. - If they know you
really won't step in, they can usually find a solution themselves.

You can try to reduce fighting between sisters and brothers in a few ways. For example,
you may try to spend some time alone with each child doing something that the child really
enjoys. Also, praise children for what they are, not just for what they can do, and resist the
temptation to motivate your children by comparing them to each other or to other children
as this may lead to competitiveness. Above all, let your children know that you love them
equally, though each in a different way. Emphasize family unity. If your children say bad



things about one another to you, point out that no matter how unpleasant their behaviour
may be, the sister or brother is still and will always be 'one of us'. When we remind our
children that they will always belong to us and to each other, we strengthen their sense of
safety. This inner security enhances their capacity for brotherly and sisterly love.

THE START could scarcely have been less auspicious. There we were, waiting in the
aircraft on the tarmac with the prospect of a 12,000-mile jour-ney ahead of us, when our
cogitations were interrupted by the voice of the pilot over the intercom. Regrettably, he
said, there would be a two-hour delay before we could be airborne.

All kinds of thoughts pass through the mind at such times, not least that flying to the other
side of the world can be an exceedingly tedious business. Since that day | have greeted any
lessening of time spent in the air as manna from heaven.

So it's good news that you can now fly from Australia to Britain with Cathay Pacific
Air-ways in just 23 hours, com-pared with almost a week in the days of the flying boats.

Here a word of explanation might be necessary. Mindful of the tedium of long air journeys,
and their effects on passen—gers, Cathay Pacific, which is based in Hong Kong and is now
owned by the Swire Group, is wooing customers with an in-flight service which it believes
IS superior to that of its competitors. The four words are the substance of the matter.
Formed in 1946 by two war-time pilots, the Australian Syd-ney de Kantzow and the
Amer=ican Roy Farrell, Cathay Pacific has grown into one of the largest - and most
success—ful - airlines in the region, offering flights to Europe from Australia and New
Zealand as well as points in South East Asia.

In some respects the Far East airlines do have the edge over their European and North
American counterparts. A will-ing smile and a desire to please are not just the fantasy of
advertising copy-writers. They do exist and they have become, for many passengers, as
much a part of the travel experience as the good food, free drinks, latest film and warm
towel.

Cathay's in-flight service, in my experience, is caring with-out being ostentatious. The
food would do credit to a good restaurant in Sydney or Lon-don, or anywhere else for that
matter. In first class, the self-indulgence stretches from the fully-reclining sleeperette seats
to caviar and freshly cooked eggs for breakfast -quite an achievement at 30,000 feet!
Those travelling Business or Tourist Class don't go wanting either. For Business Class
pas—sengers, there's a separate check-in desk at the airport, priority baggage handling and
specially contoured seats. There's a glass of champagne before take-off, a choice of seats
when you make the re-servation, a choice of meals on board and even a chauffeur-driven
limousine, should you need one, when you arrive at your destination.

For Economy Class passen—gers there are free drinks, free films and entertainment, and the
chance to have a special light meal (to enable you to arrive in better shape, pre~sumably) if
you order it be-forehand.

Air travellers like to be cosseted en route and, in—creasingly, they are looking to the
airlines to help ease their passage on the ground, too. For all but the most dedicated airline
buff, the flight is only the means to the end - the holiday or the business trip.

With this in mind, Cathay Pacific has drawn up its Stay a While programme of hotel
packages, offering its passen—gers good accommodation at competitive rates.

In London, the list of a dozen or so hotels includes establish-ments like Berners, in the
heart of the West End, the Kensington Palace in Kensing-ton Gardens, which is only a few
minutes walk from the Knightsbridge shopping area, and the Forum in South Kens-ington.
Australians are not the only ones who will find rates are astonishingly low for London.
Just as valuable, in its own way, is the London Explorer Pass, which comes free to those
Cathay Pacific passen—gers spending three or more nights in the capital. The pass entitles
you to unlimited travel on London's buses or under—-ground system.

Certainly the airline busi-ness has come a long way since the days when it con-cerned
itself simply with the job of providing a ticket from A to B. After-sales service has become
as important as it is in the job of selling a new car. You can now look forward to being
pampered like a pet lamb long after the aircraft has touched down.
