Thanksgiving. It is a time when families come from near and for to be together for a big dinner
and to give thanks for all the good things in their lives.

It all started with the Pilgrims. In 1620, 102 setlers arrived in the New world on a
ship called the Mayflower. These brave people were from Plymouth, England, and they were
looking for religious freedom and a better life.

Living in the new country was hard and many of the Pilgrims died of hunger
during their first (and usually cold) winter in the new land. These people were not farmers or
fishermen or hunters, and most of them had never fired a gun before in their lives. They weren’t
used to the climate and often fell ill. And of course, they missed their friends and relatives from
the Old World.

It was the Native Americans who saved the settlers. They shared corn with them
and taught them how to hunt, fish and grow corn, beans and pumpkins.

In the autumn of 1621, the harvest was so good that the Pilgrims found
themselves with enough food to put away for the winter. There was corn and all sorts of
vegetables and fruit. There was also fish to be packed in salt, and meat to be cured over smoky
fires.
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The settlers decided to celebrate the event and thank God for the success of their
harvest. They invited their Native American friends to join them in the celebrations. The festival
lasted three days and included the traditional foods (such as turkey and pumpkin) that are still
eaten on Thanksgiving Day.

The history of St.Katherine’s Docks is quite interesting. London has always been
influenced by the Thames — a river of commerce — which is reflected in the city’s character and
appearance. Not so long ago, the riverside, especially between London Bridge and the Tower of
London, was crowded with wharfs, warehouses, building yards and shops. There were ships of
the British isles and foreign countries with all kinds of goods there. As London Bridge was the
only bridge across the Thames until the 18" century, there were also many ferry-boats,
transporting people from one riverbank to the other.

But in the middle of the 19" century railways started to complete with water
transport. By the 1960s the port for modern container ships was transferred to another London
port — Tilbury, and the old docks began to close.

For almost twenty years the whole place was a wasteland, until in 1981the
London Docklands Development Corporation (LDDC) was set up to provide development and
reconstruction of fifty square kilometers of Docklands land between Tower Bridge and
Woolwich. The first successful project of the LDDC was the transformation of old St.Katherine’s
Docks into a yacht marine and recreation zone.

St.Katherine’s Docks have become a favourite recreation site for Londoners. On
sunny day you can see all kinds of people enjoying this peaceful place: clerks from nearby offices
with cups of coffe, students with books, young mothers with their babies and grannies with their
grandchildren. If you don’t have money at all, you can just walk around; if you have some, you
can sit in a café or visit the stylish Dickens Inn, a museum-like small hotel, or rather, a hotel-like
museum.

What killed the dinosaurs?

Science may never answer the most puzzling question. What killed the dinosaurs?
One of the most popular theories about their death is that the world just grew too cold for them.
Indeed, for large, cold-blooded creatures, even a few nights of cold could spell death.

Not everyone agrees that a change in weather would have been enough to kill the
dinosaurs. The latest development in the debate amongst scientists about what killed the
prehistoric dinosaurs is the suggestion that acid rain was the cause. Some geologists suggest that
a large meteor hitting the earth at 65 kilometers per second would have led to strongly acidic fain
falling all over the world. These geologists calculated that if an ice-rich meteor weighing 12,5
million billion kilograms, hit the earth, it would shock-heat the atmosphere enough to produce
huge amounts of nitrogen oxides. This would result, they say, in strongly acid rain around the
world. If the meteor were traveling more slowly this strongly acid rain would be limited to a
small area so that the world effect would be much less important.

However, other groups of researchers have suggested that volcanoes, rather than
meteors, could have produced these heavy doses of acid rain, but over a much longer period —
over 10,000 years.

The idea of great asteroid or comet crash is fascinating. But it would mean the
dinosaurs would all have been killed within a very short time — perhaps over a few months of
years. What if the dinosaurs did not die out so quickly? Many scientists think that the dinosaurs
had started to die off millions of years before the end of the Cretaceous Period.

Could the death of the dinosaurs have been caused by their moving into new
areas? lliness and disease can be carried by traveling animals.

Vaslav Nijinsky was arguably the greatest dancer of the twentieth century. From an early age, he
was trained by his Polish parents, both famous dancers themselves, and was sent to the Imperial
Ballet School in St Petersburg at the age of ten. In 1907, he joined the Marinsky Company and was
an immediate success. He danced the great classical roles with the most famous ballerinas of the
time, and he gained a reputation for grace of movement and the great athleticism of his jumping.

It was here in 1909 that he was noticed by the great impresario, Sergei Diaghilev, who took him on
a highly successful tour to Paris. In 1911, he left the Marinsky Company and joined Diaghilev’s Les
Ballets Russes. Here he continued to dance and also choreographed a number of ballets himself,
most notably Stravinsky’s The Rite of Spring.
