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Exposure to high levels of noise can cause permanent hearing loss. Neither surgery nor 

a hearing aid can help correct this type of hearing loss. Short-term exposure to loud 

noise can also cause a temporary change in hearing (your ears may feel stuffed up) or a 

ringing in your ears (tinnitus). These short-term problems may go away within a few 

minutes or hours after leaving the noise. However, repeated exposures to loud noise 

can lead to permanent tinnitus and/or hearing loss. 

Loud noise can create physical and psychological stress, reduce productivity, interfere 

with communication and concentration, and contribute to workplace accidents and 

injuries by making it difficult to hear warning signals. The effects of noise-induced 

hearing loss can be profound, limiting your ability to hear high-frequency sounds, 

understand speech, and seriously impairing your ability to communicate. 

When sound waves enter the outer ear, the vibrations impact the ear drum and are 

transmitted to the middle and inner ear. In the middle ear, three small bones called the 

malleus (or hammer), the incus (or anvil), and the stapes (or stirrup) amplify and 

transmit the vibrations generated by the sound to the inner ear. The inner ear contains a 

snail-like structure called Cochlea which is filled with fluid and lined with cells with 

very fine hairs. These microscopic hairs move with the vibrations and convert the 

sound waves into nerve impulses–the result is the sounds we hear. Exposure to loud 

noise can destroy these hair cells and cause hearing loss!

Statistics show that the average family size increases in inverse ratio to the mother’s 

years of education, is lowest among college graduates, highest among those with only 

primary school training, or no education. Malnutrition is most frequent in large 

families, and increases in frequency with each additional sibling. 

The principle seems established that an educated mother has healthier and more 

intelligent children, and that this is related to the fact that she has fewer children. The 

tendency of educated, upper-class mothers to have fewer children worked even without 

access to contraceptive services. The educational level of women is significant also 

because it has a direct influence upon their chances of employment; and the 

number of employed women in a country’s total labor force has a direct bearing on 

both the Gross National Product and the disposable income of the individual family. 

Disposable income, especially in the hands of women, influences food purchasing and 

therefore the nutritional status of the family. The fact that this additional income 

derives from the paid employment of women provides a logical incentive to restrict the 

size of the family.

Those who participate in the training then have practical skills in 

supplies to care for others in their community in a way that glorifies God and opens the 

door for sharing the gospel in a new way.

According to the WHO, 400 million people do not have access to important healthcare 

facilities like basic sanitation, pure water, vaccinations, prenatal care, etc. This mainly 

happens because most of the people live in the remote areas, where the doctor-patient 

ratio is 1 doctor for 50000 people. We provide training for people to make them aware 

about basic hygiene, wound, and infection care. With such training, people can also 

care for others in a glorified way.

The top three in the most recent Economist Intelligence Units livability ranking, for 

example, were Melbourne, Vancouver and Vienna. They are all perfectly pleasant, but 

great?

Perhaps we cannot aspire to make a great city, but if we attempt to make a livable one, 

can it in time become great? 

There are some fundamental elements that you need. The first is public space. Whether 

it is Vienna’s Ringstrasse and Prater park, or the beaches of Melbourne and 

Vancouver, these are places that allow the city to pause and the citizens to mingle and 

to breathe, regardless of class or wealth. Good cities also seem to be close to nature, and 

all three have easy access to varied, wonderful landscapes and topographies.

First of all, the main reason why I feel students enrol in universities is to get the higher 

education. During schooling or graduation, some pupils develop the extreme interest in 

specific subjects. Hence, they continue studying those subjects deeper and deeper, not 

only to acquire complete knowledge about it but also, to make more discoveries. For 

instance, some students do have a good job even after having a Master’s degree. Still, 

they do PhD so that they can make new reforms and discoveries in the subject of their 

choice. 

Next, sometimes the present jobs of people demand them to have a higher degree. For 

example, in India, several candidates get placed in multinational companies, while 

studying, via Campus Placements. But, the salary packages that they are offered seem 

insufficient to them.
