Each lexical unit can be analysed on the derivational level and on the morphemic
level.

1) The derivational level of analysis is aimed at establishing through derivational
history of the word in question, i.e. at establishing through what word-building means it is
built and what is its structural or word-building pattern. The method of analysis into
Immediate Constituents (IC) and Ultimate Constituents (UC) is very effective on this level.

Model:

Immovable is an adjective which means that cannot be moved, the Russian for it is
HEeNnoOBUINCHDYILL.

It falls into the following Immediate Constituents (IC’s): im- + movable after the
analogy of impractical, indefinite, irregular, etc. Then structural pattern is in- + Adj (im-,
ir-, il- are positional variants of the prefix in-). The prefix im- in the adjective immovable
is an Ultimate Constituents (UC).

At the second stage of the derivational analysis the object of analysis is the adjective
stem —movable which falls into the following IC’s: move + -able after the analogy of
changeable, understandable, eatable, etc. Their structural pattern is V + -able. The suffix -
able is an UC. It means suitable to suffer the action expressed by the verb stem. The verb
stem -move is also an UC.

Thus, the adjective immovable is a derived word built through affixation in two steps:

1) by adding the suffix -able to the verb stem —move,

2) by adding the prefix im- to the adjective stem -movable.

2) The morphemic level is aimed at establishing the number and type of the
morphemes making up the word. Here it is necessary to make use of the data gathered on
the derivational level as a result of establishing the UCs of the lexical units.

Model:

Immovable is a polymorphemic word consisting of three lexical morphemes: one free
root morpheme — move, and two bound derivational morphemes: im — a prefix, able — a
suffix.
