Various careers within the fields of sports and entertainment are commonly associated
with celebrity status.In other cases, people become celebrities due to media attention for their
lifestyle or wealth; for their connection to a famous person (as in the case of a relative of a
famous person); or for their misdeeds (as in the case of a well-known criminal).

Celebrities may be known around the world (e.g., pop stars and film actors) or within a
specific country (e.g., a top Australian rugby player).

There are no guarantees of success for an individual to become a celebrity. Though
celebrities come from many different working fields, most celebrities are typically associated
with the fields of sports and entertainment or a person may be a public figure who is commonly
recognizable in mass media.

Though glamor and wealth certainly plays a role for only famous celebrities, most people
in the sports and entertainments sphere, be it music, film, television, radio, modelling, comedy,
literature, etc. live in obscurity and only a small percentage (usually less than 1%) achieve fame
and fortune.

Access to celebrities is strictly controlled by their managers, publicists, agents, personal
assistants, and bodyguards. Even journalists find it difficult to access celebrities for interviews.

I am always both amused and annoyed when | hear foreign people criticize British food. "/t’s

unimaginative,” they say. "It’s boring, it’s tasteless, and it’s chips with everything and totally
overcooked vegetables."
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| have a theory about British cooking, and | was interested to read that several famous cookery
writers agree with me. My theory is this. Our basic ingredients, when fresh, are so full of flavor
that we haven’t had to invent sauces and complex recipes to disguise their natural taste. What
can compare with fresh peas or new potatoes just boiled (not over boiled) and served with
butter? Why drown spring lamb a wine or cream or yoghurt and spices, when with just one or
two herbs it is absolutely delicious?

If you ask foreigners to name some typically English dishes, they will probably say "fish and
chips” and then stop. It is disappointing, but true, that there is no tradition in Britain of eating in
restaurants, because our food doesn’t lend itself to such preparation. British cooking is found in
the home, where it is possible to time the dishes to perfection. So it is difficult to find a good
English restaurant with reasonable prices.

It is for these reasons that we haven’t exported our dishes, but we have imported a surprising
number from all over the world. In most cities in Britain you’ll also find Indian, Chinese, French
and Italian restaurants. In London you’ll also find Indonesian, Lebanese, Iranian, German,
Spanish, Mexican, Greek... Cynics will say that this is because we have no "cuisine" ourselves,
but, well, you know what I think!

Roman Influence in Britain

As a result of the conquest signs of Roman civilisation spread over Britain. There had
been no towns in Britain before the Romans conquered it. The civilised Romans were city-
dwellers, and as soon as they had conquered Britain, they began to build towns, splendid villas,
public baths as in Rome itself.

York, Glocester, London, Lincoln became the chief Roman towns. There were also about
50 smaller towns. Londod became a centre of trade by road and river. Glocester, York and
Lincoln sprang up round the Roman military camps. The towns of Bath because famous for its
hot springs. The first Roman baths were built there. The towns grew up as markets and centres of
administration. In most towns there were market places and plenty of shps where merchants sold
their goods. The houses were built of stone, plastered and painted with roofs made of large red
tiles. The rich merchants and officials had luxurious houses which contained many rooms, with
mosaic floors and central heating. Every Roman town had a drainage system and a good supply
of pure water. Temples and public bathes could be found in most towns.

The Roman towns were military stations surrounded by walls for defence, which were
guarded by the Roman warriors. The Romans were great road-makers and now a network of
roads connected all parts of the country. One of the chief roads was Watling Street which ran
from Dover through London to Chester — and into Wales. Along the roads new towns and
villages sprang up. Great tracks of forest were cleared, swamps were drained and con fields took
their place.

World History

World history comprises the study of archaeological and written records, from ancient times.
Historians assume that the history of the world began in the Paleolithic Era. Prehistory began in
the Paleolithic Era, or Early Stone Age, which was followed by the Neolithic Era, or New Stone
Age, and the Agricultural Revolution in the Fertile Crescent. The Agricultural Revolution
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changed human history dramatically, as humans began the husbandry of plants and animals.
Agriculture advanced, and most humans transitioned from a nomadic to a settled lifestyle as
farmers in permanent settlements. However, nomadism developed in some locations, especially
in isolated regions with few domesticable plant species. Nomads hunted, trapped big game and
small animals, caught fi sh, gathered shellfi sh, insects, wild plants (fruits, vegetables, tubers,
seeds, and nuts). But the relative security and increased productivity provided by farming
allowed human communities to expand into increasingly larger units, fostered by advances in
transportation. As farming developed, grain agriculture became more sophisticated. Farmers
grew tall wild grasses, for instance, early types of barley, emmer and einkorn. Historians assert
that the seeds were tasty and nourishing for people. Grain agriculture advancement prompted a
division of labour to store food between growing seasons. Labor division then led to the rise of a
leisured upper class and the development of cities. The growing complexity of human
communities necessitated systems of writing and accounting. Many cities developed on the
banks of rivers. The first prominent, well-developed settlements had arisen in Mesopotamia on
the banks of the Tigris and the Euphrates, on the banks of the River Nile in Egypt, and in the
Indus River valley by 3000 B.C. Similar civilizations probably developed along the major rivers
in China — the Yangtze River and the Yellow River — but there is no convincing
archaeological evidence for extensive urban construction.
