The story of the Native Americans - or American Indians -is one that is unique, tragic and inspiring.

Science against Pain

Many doctors and scientists in various countries in the past tried to discover ways and means of
killing pain. Anaesthesia, which is an ordinary thing now, is the result of the long and hard work of
many. It is difficult to say now who was the first, but some of the names must not be forgotten. In
1776 Joseph Priestley, a prominent English chemist, found a gas which is now called "laughing-
gas" because it makes people feel a little drunk after inhaling it. For about thirty years no one was
seriously interested in it, but in 1800 Humphry Davy, the famous English chemist, noticed its
effects. He also said that it would probably be useful in operations because it could take away pain.
About 1824 an English doctor called Hickman read Davy's books and tried laughing-gas on dogs
and other animals. He got some good results, but still no interest was shown. Hickman died young,
before he could make people believe in laughing-gas as an anaesthetic.

Laughing-gas became known in America, where young men and women went to parties to try it.
Most of them spent their time laughing, but one man at a party, Horace Wells, who was a dentist,
noticed that people did not seem to feel pain when they were under the effects of this gas. He
decided to try an experiment on himself. He asked a friend to help him.

Wells inhaled some of the gas, and his friend pulled out one of Wells' teeth. Wells felt no pain at all.
He had lost a perfectly good tooth, but he was delighted. Teeth could now be pulled out without
pain.

The Rose
The national flower of England is the rose. No wonder so many people voted it a national icon.
It all started during the time of the Wars of the Roses — civil wars (1455 - 1485) between the royal
house of Lancaster (whose emblem was a red rose) and the royal house of York (whose emblem
was a white rose).
At the end of the war the two roses were combined in the Tudor rose. The idea belonged to Henry
VII, the first Tudor monarch and the father of Henry VIII. Henry was a Lancastrian, but he fell in
love with Elizabeth of York, married her — and united the two houses. Looking for a symbol of this
union, he chose a red rose with a white rose in it.
During the Tudor period, hundreds of inns were named the Rose — to show loyalty to the royal
family. There are still many pubs and hotels all over the country named after this flower.
In 1871, the newly formed Rugby Football Union selected an England team to play the first ever
international match against Scotland. The committee chose a red rose as the team’s badge. Although
England lost the match, held in Edinburgh, the country’s rugby teams have worn red roses ever
since.

Oxbridge

Oxford and Cambridge are the oldest and most prestigious universities in Great Britain. They are
often called collectively Oxbridge. Both universities axe independent. Only the education elite go to
Oxford or Cambridge. The normal length of the degree course is three years, after which the
students take the Degree of Bachelor of Arts (B. A.). Some courses, such as languages or medicine,
may be one or two years longer. The students may work for other degrees as well.

Oxford and Cambridge universities consist of a number of colleges. Each college is different, but in
many ways they are alike. Each college has its name, its coat of arms. Each college is governed by a
Master. The larger ones have more than 400 members, the smallest colleges have less than 30. Each
college offers teaching in a wide range of subjects. Within the college one will normally find a
chapel, a dining hall, a library, rooms for undergraduates, fellows and the Master, and also rooms
for teaching purposes.

Oxford is one of the oldest universities in Europe. It is the second largest in Britain, after London.
The town of Oxford is first mentioned in the Anglo-Saxon chronicle in 911 A. D., and it was
popular with the early English Kkings. The university's earliest charter is dated to 1213.
There are now 24 colleges for men, 5 for women and another 5 which have both men and women
members, many from overseas studying for higher degrees. Among the oldest colleges are
University College, All Souls and Christ Church.

The local car industry in East Oxford gives an important addition to the city's outlook. There is a
great deal of bicycle traffic both in Oxford and Cambridge.
Cambridge University started during the 13th century and grew until today. Now there are more
than thirty colleges.
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On the banks of the Cam willow trees drown their branches into the water. The colleges line the
right bank. There are beautiful college gardens with green lawns and lines of tall trees. The oldest
college is Peterhouse, which was founded in 1284, and the most recent is Robinson College, which,
was opened in 1977. The most famous is probably King’s College because of its magnificent
chapel, the largest and the most beautiful building in Cambridge and the most perfect example left
of English fifteenth-century architecture. Its choir of boys and undergraduates is also very well
known.

The University was only for men until 1871, when the first women's college was opened. In the
1970s, most colleges opened their doors to both men and women. Almost all colleges are now
mixed.

ASSOCIATION FOOTBALL (SOCCER)

Football has been called the most popular game in the world, and it certainly has a great many
fans in Britain. Association football (or soccer) is the game that is played in nearly all countries. A
team is composed of a goalkeeper, two backs, three half-backs and five forwards. There is another
game called rugby football, so called because it originated at Rugby, a well-known English public
school. In this game the players may carry the ball. There is also an American kind of football,
different from the other two. The captain of the team is usually the oldest or best player.

Association football, or soccer, remains one of the most popular games played in the British Isles.
Every Saturday from late August until the beginning of May, large crowds of people support their
sides in football grounds up and down the country, while an almost equally large number of people
play the game in club teams of every imaginable variety and level of skill. Over the last 20 years
though, the attendance at football matches has fallen away sharply. This is because of changing
lifestyles and football hooligans. As violence at and near the football grounds increased, there was an
ever-increasing tendency for people to stay away, leaving the grounds to football fans.

After serious disturbances involving English supporters at the European Cup Finals in Brussels in
1985 which led to the death of 38 spectators, English clubs were withdrawn from European
competitions for the 1985-1986 season by Football Association. Today, many people are only
interested in football because of the pools and the chance of winning a lot of money. The Cup Final
at Wembley remains, though, an event of national importance.

The football field, or “pitch”, as it is usually called, should be between 100 and 130 metres long
and between 50 and 100 metres wide. It is divided into two halves by the halfway line. The sides of
the field are called the touch-lines and the ends are called the goal-lines. In the middle of the field
there is a centre circle and there is a goal at each ends. Each goal is 8 metres wide and between 2 and
3 metres high. In front of each goal is the goal area and the penalty area. There is a penalty spot
inside the penalty area and a penalty arc outside it. A game of football usually lasts for one and a half
hours. At half-time, the teams change ends. The referee controls the game. The aim of each team is
obviously to score as many goals as possible. If both teams score the same number of goals, or if
neither team scores any goals at all, the result is a draw.

The final of the football competition takes place every May at the famous Wembley stadium in
London. Some of the best known clubs in England are Manchester United, Liverpool and the
Arsenal. In Scotland either Rangers, Celtic or Aberdeen usually win the cup or the championship.
