Interviewer: You were involved in a very large acquisition recently. What are the
essential preparatory steps for a successful acquisition?

Nigel Portwood: The first step is to ensure that you have a strategy, a very clear
strategy. You need to know where you want to compete, which markets; how you want to
compete; and how you will get competitor advantage over the other players in the market.
From that strategy you should understand which other companies in the market will help you
achieve your objectives. Your other alternative, of course, is not to buy another company, but
just to try and build a successful position on your own, through investment. But, assuming
that you can find a candidate that you would like to acquire, the next essential step is to
analyse that company — to understand its products, where it get its sales from, who its
customers are, and what its cost structure is. You then need to think how, if you own that
company, you would invest in it, and what the financial consequences of that would be.
Because the third step is to essentially work out how much this company is worth, and you
need to worry about two prices there. The first is what is it worth to the current owners, and
the second is what is it worth to you? And the difference should be driven by the synergy that
you see, that is, the benefits that you can bring to the company through your ownership. And
er, we all spend lots of time analysing the projections for the company to try and arrive at a
valuation. And the final step, of course, is just working out your tactics as to how you are
going to buy this company - whether it be your pricing tactics or the way in which you
approach the current owners.

RADIO ADDRESS OF THE PRESIDENT
TO THE NATION
March 31, 2001

THE PRESIDENT: Good morning. This week, the House of Representatives
approved my budget plan and next week the Senate will vote on it, as well.

My budget is shaped by a simple commitment: we can address our country’s needs
and still be responsible with taxpayers’ money. And we can fund our priorities without
expanding government beyond the bounds of responsibility.

Today, I want to give you a little more detail about some of my top priorities: the
education and health and character of American children. My budget spends additional
money on these goals, and spends it in effective, creative way. We place a new national
emphasis on teaching reading, with a Reading First program to help all children learn to read
by the 3" grade.

My budget cares for children’s health, as well as for their minds. In 2002, we’ll spend
well over $25 billion on health coverage for children under Medicaid and related programs.
We invest more than a billion dollars, up to 12 percent from 2001, in research into childhood
diseases at the National Institutes for Health. We fund 1,200 new community health centers
over the next five years, to bring better care to poor children. Thirty percent of the health care
center patients are under 12 years old.

The values of our children must be a priority of our nation. So my budget invests in
abstinence education and drug treatment. We create a new $67 million program that will
make grants to faith-based and community organizations who mentor the children of parents
in prison.

This is a long list, but I wanted to make a point: my budget is active and compassionate. We
fund goals like education, health and defense. We reduce debt at a record rate. We set aside a
fund for future emergencies. We then have enough money to provide broad tax relief. Those
of us in Washington must understand the surplus is not the government’s money. The surplus
is the people’s money. My budget has the right balance. And I hope you’ll encourage your
representatives in Congress to support my budget. And thank you for listening.

Key evidence
that the government will examine on Monday includes data on the length of stay in hospitals,
the transition rates to ICU and new death figures. There is concern among some government
figures about undeclared positive cases — including those who are asymptomatic but also
those isolating after a lateral flow test whose results are not recorded by the NHS because
they do not take a PCR test.
