Berrak: A pianist

I started playing the piano when I was four years old. My mother thought it would
be a good outlet for positive childish energy and I was really into it; it was
exciting. It was something different and I had much more time to practise then.
The first time I performed in front of an audience was when I was five years old
and I loved it. I went on a summer camp run by my piano teachers at the time and
at the end of the week we all got up and played a piece. At that age | was unaware
of any of the pressure associated with performing live so it just felt nice to have
people concentrating on my playing and I liked the applause and attention. Now I
perform regularly, often in front of large audiences, and I still really enjoy it. |
always knew I wanted to be a pianist and never thought I would do anything else.
In that respect I felt different from my friends when I went to school; they all
thought they wanted to become teachers or doctors and things like that and I just
knew I would be a pianist but it didn’t feel strange. Finding time to play and
practise wasn’t a problem at school until my last few years when the pressure of
exams and things was hard, but generally I would choose to practise instead of
doing homework. It always felt like schoolwork got in the way of playing the piano
rather than the other way around. Unfortunately I was never given any special
allowances or extended deadlines though. After I finished school I went on to
study a degree in music and now I’m studying a Masters degree in accompaniment.
A typical day now involves a couple of hours practice in the morning before going
into college and attending classes. I spend a lot of time in the library listening to
music, trying to learn and become familiar with new pieces of music. One
downside to choosing to study and pursue a career in music is that you end up
spending hours and hours by yourself. However I also try to spend time at college
meeting other people and networking. The more musicians I know the more likely
I am to be asked to play for others.

The more I play the better known I become anc m the music business it’s all about
recognition and getting your name out there. It's important to get involved in as
many performances as possible and take part in competitions so that as many
people as possible see you perform and know who you are. It’s a very competitive
industry. Ultimately, if I am asked to play and get given a job it means that
someone else loses work and sometimes it feels like a constant battle. You can’t
help being drawn into an artificial world where you are constantly comparing
yourself to others and are always worried about what others think of your
performances. In the real world outside of college your audience is much wider. |
chose to get involved in accompaniment because as much as I love playing the
piano I also enjoy working with others. And working as an accompanist is a good
way of doing that. There are also more job opportunities as although there is still a
lot of competition other performers will always need good accompanists, so there
is more demand. I really enjoy performing with other people because there’s an
even greater sense of achievement when you are both on form and a piece comes
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out amazingly. To follow a career in music you have to have a real passion for it as
unfortunately it’s not a very secure path and it’s not usually very well paid. Having
said that, the real positive side is that I am doing something I love; it’s not just a
subject to study. I love everything associated with music and performing and it’s
what I do every day.

YUM! Brands
YUM! is one of the biggest fast-food companies in America, yet few of its
customers have ever heard of it. Its brand names - KFC, or Pizza Hut, or Taco Bell
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- are found along the high streets of the world. From its modest base in Louisville,
Kentucky, it oversees the opening of three new restaurants, one of them in China,
every day.

Yum! Brands, the parent of these well-known fast-food chains, has 34,000 (mostly
franchised) restaurants around the world, 2,000 more than McDonald's. At home in
America it accounts for about 4% of all restaurant-industry sales, behind only
McDonald's at 6.5%. With 1,378 KFC restaurants in China, and 201 Pizza Huts at
mid-2005, Yum! owns two of the best-known brand names in the world's biggest
market.

The company used to belong to Pepsi Cola but was sold by them in 1997 because
they were not interested in running restaurants. However, David Novak, the boss of
Yum!, who used to work for Pepsi, loves being in the restaurant industry. Mr
Novak, who became chief executive in 1999 and chairman in 2001, believes in a
more relaxed way of management than Pepsi. He wants people to feel that work
should be fun and employees respond to his accessible style.

Mr Novak declared that he was going to “love” the franchisees, who owned 60%
of Yum!'s restaurants when Pepsi sold it (the proportion is now about 75%) and
whom Pepsi had not always treated gently. Restaurant managers got stock options.
The logic: if the managers were happy, they were more likely to treat the “crew”
members working the kitchen and the counter well, as their efficiency and
cheerfulness is vital to the restaurants' success. This philosophy has been partly
successful. The average American kitchen employee stays with Yum! for one year,
almost twice as long as in 2000.

Yum! benefits from economies of scale across the restaurant brands which all work
together instead of acting as rivals as they had done under Pepsi. Advertising
media-buying was unified through a single agency, for example. Collectively they
are one of the top five buyers in America.

International operations are in a single division, a trend started under Pepsi. This
concentrated the resources needed to penetrate new markets, a strategy that has
been very successful in China. There, KFC has gone after the fast-food market,
whereas Pizza Hut has positioned itself more as a place for casual dining, while
Taco Bell is just beginning to test the market.

The Summary
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The headline of the article I have read is “Kleinwort Wins Rosneft Price Tender”. This article is
written by Jeanne Whalen and it was published in “The Moscow Times” on the 3 of March,
1998.

The aim of the article is to provide the reader some information on the tender for Rosneft which
will take place in March. A tender is the privatization auction with many sellers and one buyer
which can conduct the evaluation for the ware. The author begins with telling the reader that
German investment bank “Dresden Kleinwort Benson’ has won the right to evaluate the worth
of Rosneft before the company is sold in the privatization auction later this year. Sergei
Perevizentsev, a spokesman for the Privatization Ministry said that Kleinwort Benson offered to
conduct the evaluation for $ 650.000, underbidding its closest competitor by about $ 1.000.000
in a tender decided on Saturday. This bank has worked as an adviser for Gaspromand helped
arrange $3 billion syndicated loan and a 8 1.2 billion bridging loan for Rosneft and the bank
will bid on Rosneft in alliance with Royal Dutch/Shell and LUKoil.

Alexandr Agibalov, an oil analyst with Russian brokerage Aton said that this company had a
good reputation and to ruin it by giving some information for Gasprom was not in its interest.
Then the author writes that there were many other companies competed in the tender, for
example: “Robert Fleming Securities”, “Deutsche Morgan Grenfell”, “Analyze”, etc. The
author replies that Russia’s federal government didn’t want any auditor affiliated with a Rosneft
bidder to conduct the valuation. In order to do it, the government chose to hire an independent
auditor to value the worth of Rosneft and to recommend starting prices. The author reports that
once the auditor determines Rosneft worth, it is up to the tender commission, consisting of seven
people, to set up starting prices. Then the author tells us that other bidders for Rosneft are an
alliance between British Petroleum and Uneximbank’s Sidako, Yuksi, the oil company soon to be
created in merger between Yukos and Sibneft. Agibalov said that the commission will set the
prices higher, if the government sells 75-percent-plus-one-share of Rosneft. The author further
says that the format of this tender is more desirable for

bidders. He added if the government chooses to sell only 50-percent-plus-one-share of Rosneft,
Gasprom and Uneximbank groups will be less interested in bidding because this scheme will not
allow the winner to exercise full control over the company.

In conclusion I can say that I found this article very interesting and very important not only for
me, but for everybody in Russia. This situation tells us that Russia is in an economic crisis now
and the government wants to earn some money by selling Russian companies to foreign firms in
order to stabilize our economy. I think that this approach is erroneous, but what is done cannot
be undone.

My opinion is that the Russia’s government mustn’t sell out our companies to foreign bidders
even though it hasn’t enough money. But the government must do something to make Russia’s
economy and industry function, if it wants Russia to become the greatest and the wealthiest
country in the world the way it was.

The 20th century was full of different new styles in art, music, literature, sculpture and
architecture. The two World Wars, economic changes, the progress of technology were

Additionally, dissatisfaction and
skepticism took place in creation of architectural buildings, paintings, musical, literary or
philosophical works. The term ‘postmodern’ was firstly used by John Watkins Chapman who
suggested “a postmodern style of painting” in the 1880s. Interestingly, the bright postmodernism
representatives in philosophy were Martin Heidegger, Jacques Derrida, Michel Foucault, Jean-
Francois Lyotard, Richard Rorty and others. In literature the movement was represented by
Orhan Pamuk, Viadimir Nabokov, Umberto Eco, John Barth, Ana Lydia Vega and others, in
architecture — by Walter Gropius, Le Corbusier, Robert Venturiand, in music — by Terry Riley,
Michael Nyman and Jonathan Kramer. Moreover, such artists as Vito Hannibal Acconci,

Matthew Barney, Hans Haacke and many others have also worked in the postmodernism style.

Hans Haacke is a German controversial artist who lives and works in the USA. He employs
different genres and installations to create works in political art style. According to Haverkamp
& Falkowski (2007), “Haacke’s work focuses on the system of exchange between the museum
and the corporation and the commodification of art that takes place within this circulation.”
Therefore, Haacke is the most uncompromising representative of institutional critique. His main
goal consists in identifying and publicizing the links between galleries as well as condemning the

actions of the world ruling class.

In the 1980s the new style called Neo-Expressionism appeared in painting and partially
sculpture. It has emerged in the USA and spread over Europe later on. Hence, this style is
characterized by the search of expression via gestural, passionate and sometimes insolently
aggressive paintings or sculptures. Therefore, one of the features of Neo-Expressionism is the

formalism of conceptual art.

To conclude, each style of art is created as a means of describing the minds, thoughts and
feelings of people. Many talented artists, musicians, writers and philosophers brightly create a
lot of unique works and the period of Postmodernism was a significant time in terms of art’s
history as well as a turning point which led to the emergence of various modern artistic

movements.
