Bapuaur 1. How I found my vocation: 'l was told I wasn't intelligent enough to study'
No one at school knew about my complicated family life, but now I'm studying to be a lawyer

and making my children proud.

I always wanted to study law, but as a teenager I was told I wasn’t smart enough. That put me

off for years.

I grew up in west London in a working-class, single-parent family. My mother, who was a

chauffeur, had my sister when I was 13; it was a difficult birth and she was in intensive care for a
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long time. She also suffered from postnatal depression, so I spent a lot of time caring for my baby
sister on my own. | took her everywhere I went; I bathed her, fed her, and brought her up.

It affected my performance in school. I didn’t pay attention in class, do my homework or revise
for my exams. No one at home encouraged me to study and no one in school knew about my family
responsibilities. Around this time, a careers advisor said I wouldn’t pass my exams. [ was told I should
go straight to work because I wasn’t intelligent enough for further study.

Although I didn’t revise, I did get C grades in my GCSEs and a BTec diploma in performing
arts. I then started work as a receptionist. I had my first daughter at 21 and my second four years later.
At this point I left what had become a violent relationship and became a single parent.

By my late 20s, I’d regained some of my confidence. I started to think about studying again. I
had my mind set on becoming a barrister; they’re well respected and self-employed, which I thought
would give me the flexibility to look after my children — and I wanted to make them proud of me. So
I started an access to law course at London South Bank University.

Once I got over my nerves, I started to enjoy studying again. But it was strange to be alongside
18-year-olds at the university when [ was 28. Sometimes they’d talk through lectures and didn’t seem
to appreciate the costs involved in being there.

When you’re studying as a single parent, it helps to have a routine. I’ll put my children to bed
and stay up late to study when they’re asleep. And it’s worked so far. I graduated with a first in law
and won two scholarships. The awards meant I could afford to take my bar professional training
course (BPTC), which I’'m doing now. My children keep telling everyone I’m a barrister already and
I have to tell them, not quite yet.

I plan to specialise in social welfare and housing benefit, because many people in these areas
don’t have access to legal aid. It’s not a level playing field for them. They’re often unrepresented and
end up getting unjust verdicts. I want to be able to help them.

Sometimes I still doubt myself. I worry I won’t pass the BPTC. There are times when it feels
surreal to be here because things like this don’t happen to people like me. But I’'m proud of my
achievements. When I remember my old careers advisors and how they told me I wasn’t smart enough
to pass my GCSEs, I think to myself: middle finger to you. Look at what I’ve done.

Bapuanr 2. Is it OK to listen to music while studing?

It’s a good question! In a nutshell, music puts us in a better mood, which makes us better at
studying — but it also distracts us, which makes us worse at studying. So if you want to study effec-
tively with music, you want to reduce how distracting music can be, and increase the level to which
the music keeps you in a good mood.

Music can put us in a better mood

You may have heard of the Mozart effect — the idea that listening to Mozart makes you “smarter”.
This is based on research that found listening to complex classical music like Mozart improved test
scores, which the researcher argued was based on the music’s ability to stimulate parts of our minds
that play a role in mathematical ability.

However, further research conclusively debunked the Mozart effect theory: it wasn’t really anything
to do with maths, it was really just that music puts us in a better mood.

Research conducted in the 1990s found a “Blur Effect” — where kids who listened to the BritPop
band Blur seemed to do better on tests. In fact, researchers found that the Blur effect was bigger
than the Mozart effect, simply because kids enjoyed pop music like Blur more than classical music.
Being in a better mood likely means that we try that little bit harder and are willing to stick with
challenging tasks.

Music can distract us

On the other hand, music can be a distraction — under certain circumstances.

When you study, you’re using your “working memory” — that means you are holding and manipu-
lating several bits of information in your head at once.

The research is fairly clear that when there’s music in the background, and especially music with
vocals, our working memory gets worse.
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Likely as a result, reading comprehension decreases when people listen to music with lyrics. Music
also appears to be more distracting for people who are introverts than for people who are extroverts,
perhaps because introverts are more easily overstimulated.
Some clever work by an Australia-based researcher called Bill Thompson and his colleagues aimed
to figure out the relative effect of these two competing factors - mood and distraction.
They had participants do a fairly demanding comprehension task, and listen to classical music that
was either slow or fast, and which was either soft or loud.
They found the only time there was any real decrease in performance was when people were listen-
ing to music that was both fast and loud (that is, at about the speed of Shake It Off by Taylor Swift,
at about the volume of a vacuum cleaner).
But while that caused a decrease in performance, it wasn’t actually that big a decrease. And
other similar research also failed to find large differences.
So... can I listen to music while studying or not?
To sum up: research suggests it’s probably fine to listen to music while you’re studying - with some
caveats.
It’s better if:

* it puts you in a good mood

= it’s not too fast or too loud

= it’s less wordy (and hip-hop, where the words are rapped rather than sung, is likely to be

even more distracting)

= you’re not too introverted.

Happy listening and good luck in your exams!

Bapuanrt 3. For schools, accepting student mobile phone use may be a better approach
than banning them

Most children in the UK own their own phone by the age of 11. In China children get their first
phone at an even younger age, with 88% of first to third-grade pupils (aged six to nine) reported to
have their own smartphone.

If children have their own phone, they may well take it to school with them — perhaps encour-
aged to do so by their parents for safety reasons. For schools, though, mobile phones can be seen as
a source of distraction. In France, mobile phone use is banned during school hours. However, research
with teachers in China has found that banning phones at school is difficult to enforce.

Another approach could be the adoption of school policies — rules or guidelines — that accept
the inevitability of phones in schools. Our recent research suggests that pupils, even in primary
schools, may have the maturity to contribute to the development of appropriate policies.

Some research has found that banning mobile phone use can enhance students’ academic per-
formance, especially for pupils from disadvantaged backgrounds. But this has not been consistently
found in other research studies.

Benefits of mobile devices

On the other hand, rather than considering mobile phones a distraction, they could be used
to increase pupils’ engagement in learning. A Bring your Own Device initiative trialled in New Zea-
land secondary schools, in which pupils were encouraged to bring their smartphones and tablets to
use in class, found that their digital skills were improved and that there were increased opportunities
for collaboration between pupils and between pupils and teachers.

Instead of banning phones outright, schools could consider introducing mobile phone use poli-
cies which develop children’s digital skills and resilience by teaching them about the benefits as well
as the risks of mobile phone use. In addition to reducing possible distractions to learning, these polices
could be used to encourage appropriate mobile phone use. This might be particularly important for
younger children who may be less able to regulate their use of phones appropriately.

Consulting with children

Taking the views of those most directly involved with the policy — teachers, pupils and parents
— into consideration is_important. Teachers must enforce the policy, children are the intended
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beneficiaries of the policy and the views of parents are likely to influence their child’s compliance
with the policy.

In our research at Staffordshire University we carried out paired interviews with parents and
their ten or 11 year-old children. First, they were asked for their views on the benefits and risks of
mobile phone use at school. Secondly, a range of different school mobile phone polices were shared
with them and they gave their views on these.

The findings suggest the children and their parents shared the view that phones were important
for keeping in contact. They were also aware of the downsides of having phones at school, including
bullying and risks of being able to access the internet. Neither parents nor children were supportive
of policies involving total bans.

We found that the children contributed to the discussions in a very mature way, sometimes
surprising their parents in how aware of the risks they were. Furthermore, in collaboration with their
parents, they were able to come up with ideas for ideal policies and solutions to help enforce them.
They demonstrated good awareness of appropriate and inappropriate use of mobile phones at school.
One parent-child pair suggested a role of “telephone prefect” who would have a class mobile phone
that children and parents could use to contact each other during the school day when necessary.

Involving children and parents in policy development has the potential to increase the effec-
tiveness and enforceability of policies — and may even reduce children’s problematic phone use more
broadly. Consulting with parents and pupils when developing school mobile phone policies is already
recommended in Ireland.

School policies that ban mobile phones in schools may be missing an opportunity to involve
children and educate them about responsible mobile phone use.

Bapuanr 4. Digital playtime

Parents often dismiss video gaming as worthless, but demonizing the things our children love
is counterproductive, says Naomi Fisher

What if my child is addicted? As a clinical psychologist who works with young people, I am
regularly asked by parents about video games. It is never about the positives. It seems they are con-
cerned that if they don't worry about video games, I will consider them a bad parent.

The people I see aren't unusual. A recent poll of US parents showed that 86 per cent think
teenagers spend too much time playing video games. This chimes with my experience in the UK,
where we seem to have a parenting culture in which being negative about video games is acceptable.
Parents have laughed in disbelief when I have asked if they have ever played a video game with their
children. “I don't have time for that," they scoff.

It is hard to imagine a parent being willing to say they don't have time for other things their
children enjoy, such as books or sports. But video games? Say you never play them and other parents
will nod along. There is an undertone of “I don't have time to waste".

This is a shame, because many of my fondest memories of my children's childhoods are of
video games. Not because | am a gamer, but because video games were a passion for my children.
Like many parents, their enthusiasm initially made me fearful, but I quickly realised I had two op-
tions: fight it or embrace it. I embraced it. Our shared journey through video games enriched their
childhoods and brought joy. We aren't alone. Recent large-scale studies have found that time playing
video games can be good for well-being and that players experience competence and social connec-
tion through gaming.

I saw this happening with my children. I joined them in their Minecraft world and we built
imaginary lands we still reminisce about. Watching them play helped them feel valued by me, as I
demonstrated I was interested in the things they loved. I saw how, in their games, they felt capable
and good about themselves.

As they got older, new fears surfaced. It seemed that everyone took it as read that violent games
increased aggression. When I looked at the research, it was less clear: an analysis of several studies
suggested that evidence for a link between aggressive game play and matching behaviour is weak.
My children were drawn to some violent games, and I, too, shot some zombies. I understand that play
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is a way in which young people make sense of the world, and violence is part of the world, much as
we might wish it weren't.

Video gaming is play, but we don't value it the way we do other play. We encourage pretend
tea parties and but denigrate role play and construction when it is in Terraria. I saw my children
negotiating over who would guard the house while the other went off to farm, and could hear the
complexity of the social skills required. I saw their creativity, logic and ability to problem-solve de-
veloping through video-game play.

It wasn't all good. My son discovered freemium games, where you pay with real money to
advance the game. Very quickly, they dominated our life. There was little real play involved and he
asked for money constantly. It wasn't making anyone happy. I told him I would delete them. He was
upset and angry. I found alternative games where we paid upfront - and we were back on.

Why do I tell you all this? Because embracing your child's love of video games can be framed
as bad parenting and I think it is the opposite. When you enter your children's gaming world, you can
draw fine lines between what is and isn't acceptable. Rather than a blanket ban, you can make in-
formed choices about what is good and what isn't.

Fear can block your view. I overcame that fear - the messages telling me society would judge -
and stepped into my children's world. I haven't regretted it once.

Bapmuanrt 5. AI may protect kids from cyberbullies

CYBERBULLYING has become a scourge of social media. Artificial intelligence could help:
it is learning to detect and filter out bullying posts before they reach users.

About one-third of teenagers have been bullied online, according to surveys. Some victims
have taken their own lives, prompting governments to introduce harsher penalties for perpetrators.
However, these measures fail to prevent exposure to cyberbullying in the first place.

Gilles Jacobs at Ghent University in Belgium and his colleagues wondered if they could train
a machine-learning algorithm to spot bullying content on social media, which might allow it to be
removed before it can inflict damage.

They asked linguists to read almost 200,000 posts on the social media platform ASKfm and
pick out examples of cyberbullying. Then they trained an algorithm to identify words and phrases in
this data that the linguists associated with bullying.

When the researchers tested the algorithm on posts from ASKfm it hadn’t seen before, they
found it could detect over two-thirds of threats, insults and instances of sexual harassment (PLoS
One, doi.org/gfdg6g).

The attacks it missed tended to be more subtle and contain fewer obvious slurs, says Jacobs.
“It’s really difficult to get 100 per cent detection accuracy because there are so many different ways
you can bully someone,” he says.

Moreover, the system sometimes failed to distinguish malicious comments from friendly sar-
casm, such as “You might want to do some sports ahah x”. Nevertheless, the algorithm should be-
come better at detecting the difference between subtle bullying and harmless jokes as it is exposed
to more examples, says Jacobs.

Social media sites are already rolling out their own versions of systems like this. Instagram,
for instance, announced earlier this month that it had started using a machine-learning algorithm to
spot signs of bullying in photos and captions. Once a post is flagged, it is sent to human moderators
to review.

Al should make it easier for platforms to moderate vast swathes of content, says Thomas Da-
vidson at Cornell University in New York. “It is simply infeasible to rely on human moderators to
manually scan through millions of comments every day,” he says.

Instagram hasn’t revealed the accuracy of its automated detection system, but even if it isn’t
perfect, it will be backed up by traditional reporting methods, says Davidson. The platform still lets
users manually lodge reports of bullying, which can then be used to refine the algorithm and train it
to recognise similar content in the future, he says.

Young people will only accept these systems if they do their job without becoming too
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intrusive, says Jacobs. Surveys of teenagers have found that they support checking posts for cyber-
bullying, but that “they also want to be able to express themselves freely and not feel like they’re
constantly being monitored”, he says.

Bapuanr 6. Things You Should Never, Ever Tease Your Kids About Keep it playful

Research shows that playful teasing between parents and their children can be a way to strengthen
relationships, bring up difficult topics, and just have fun—but parents need to recognize when teas-
ing crosses the line and becomes hurtful.

"Teasing done well should be enjoyed by both sides, it should be playful," says Carol Bishop Mills,
PhD, graduate coordinator and associate professor at the College of Communication and Infor-
mation Sciences at the University of Alabama. "But you need to pay attention to your child, if he
looks away, tears up, does not engage in banter, you have to recognize that they are not enjoying it."
Teasing kids about safe topics, like a messy room, or things that can be easily changed, provide
teachable moments, says Bishop Mills.

Teasing should also be a two-way street. "You have to be willing to let your child tease you about
things." If they go too far, you have to make sure not to snap at them, and instead make it a teachable
moment, she explains. "Tell them that you know you were meant to tease, but you hurt my feelings—
this helps kids learn boundaries."

Sports performance

Fun is the number one reason kids like to play sports, and "it's no longer fun," is the number one
reason kids quit sports, according to a George Washington University study. When parents get too in-
volved in the coaching process, kids can become afraid to make mistakes and feel disrespected.
While teasing can be a playful part of sports, it should not be done by the parent, says Bishop Mills.
With performance, coaches and peers can tease the way parents can't, she explains. "In sports, the
teasing is done in the concept of being part of a team - parents are not part of the team."

Teasing a child about sports performance can not only cause a child to quit the sport, it can damage
their self-esteem, says Gabriel Kaplan, MD, Medical Director of Behavioral Health Services at Ber-
gen Regional Medical Center in Paramus, New Jersey.

"The child already knows they are not good at their sport and they are already upset about disappoint-
ing their parents," says Kaplan.

Academics

A disappointing grade can trigger emotions in both the parent and the child, but teasing should only
be used for motivation, as a gentle reminder to study or do homework, and should not be focused on
the ability because that could make the situation worse, says Bishop Mills.

"Parents have to remember that teasing always has to have an element of humor—if it's not funny,
it's not a tease." Being upset because you wanted your child to get an A, but they got a C, is normal,
says Kaplan, but parents have to learn how to make the upset productive.

"It's not wrong to say to your child, 'T'm disappointed that you got a C,' but then you must work with
them to figure it out." Discovering that your child isn't "A" material is also a possibility. "He might
be B material, but if there are continuous C's, you need to examine if there is a learning disability or
maybe they are depressed or being bullied."

Shyness

Introversion and extroversion, are traits that are wired into the child, explains Bishop Mills. "Teasing
a kid about being shy will only make things worse." Shyness has to do with self-esteem, says Kaplan.
It is healthy for parents to push their shy children to be with friends.

He suggests setting up play dates at the child's house and making the home a center of play and
enjoyment. "If you try all these things and the child is still completely by themselves, then there may
be something else going on. Try talking to the school guidance counselor to see if an event took
place that marked the behavior."

Being smart

Teasing someone about being super smart can be positive reinforcement, especially when the child
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feels good about being nerdy or being an over-achiever, explains Bishop Mills. "But it is never okay
to compare a child to another child." Kids view comparisons to their peers or siblings in a negative
way, she explains.

"Comparing them to a super star however, like Albert Einstein or David Ortiz, is different." We con-
sider our children to be extensions of ourselves, says Kaplan, but they are their own people, and we
have to understand that they are different people.

"If the father was the captain of the football team and the kid is a book worm, there will be some
feelings," he says. "It's important to make sure the child is happy and well grounded. If they close the
door and spend 10 hours reading and they don't talk to other kids, that's a problem."

BapuanTt 7. No joke: Using humor in class is harder when learning is remote

Most discussions about the drawbacks of online education focus on the negative effects it has on
learning. Less obvious — but also quite important — is how remote instruction can affect the teacher’s
use of humor.

Scholars have formulated various explanations for why people use humor. As someone who has
helped prepare and provide professional development for prospective and veteran teachers for more
than 30 years, I am often asked whether humor is an effective way to teach. Decades of research has
left little doubt: The answer is yes. Among other benefits, humor can create a positive learning envi-
ronment, increase learning and make students more motivated to learn.

No laughing matter

The pandemic hasn’t eliminated the benefits of humor in the classroom. Instructors, however, have
told me during interviews for this article that it’s more difficult to use humor when their students
appear on video screens than in actual classrooms.

Annette Trierweiler, an assistant professor of environmental science, told me that she used less humor
in fall of 2020 because her remote lessons were like “performing in front of a dead audience.”

I have noticed the same thing in my own online courses. Comments and stories that usually make
students laugh when I am in person somehow fall flat when class is online.

This challenge isn’t new.

Psychology professors Frank LoSchavio and Mark Shatz in 2006 published some of the first re-
search on using humor in online courses. Neither has changed his mind about a key distinction be-
tween face-to-face and remote instruction.

“It’s generally easier to pull off humor in a traditional classroom,” LoSchavio told me.

And that brings us to five reasons humor is harder to pull off when learning is remote.

1. Clues get missed

Humor is primarily social in nature. In other words, it occurs when people interact. For that reason,
successful humor depends on people being able to pick up on contextual clues. This includes gestures,
facial expressions and posture. It can also involve things such as the pitch, speed and rhythm of a
person’s voice. Remote instruction can make it harder to pick up on or make sense of these types of
things.

Religion professor Stephen Hearne, who’s been teaching online courses for two decades, complains
that body language and other ways to telegraph humor often go unnoticed or unseen on computer
screens. According to Hearne, that’s one reason there’s “a better chance students will get more of the
humor” in traditional classrooms.

2. Technical problems

The poor quality of audio and video connections can further distort a teacher’s voice and image, as
well as student responses. As Mark Shatz, the psychology professor and author of a book on secrets
to writing comedy, puts it, “the virtual platform removes or minimizes the feedback loop that guides
humor selection and delivery.”

To make matters worse, cellphones — with their tiny screens and speakers — are the preferred or only
internet connection for some students. The problem is that words get garbled and gestures are minia-
turized beyond recognition on cellular devices.

3. Laughter is less contagious
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Humor is social in another respect. We often rely on the subtle and not so subtle reactions of others
to confirm if something is funny. That’s not possible when only a few students can or want to be seen
during remote instruction. Moreover, hearing someone else laugh can trigger us to smile or laugh
ourselves. Television sitcoms use laugh tracks for that very reason: They coax viewers into making
desired responses.

Those types of desired responses are often lacking in remote instruction, especially if students have
their cameras on mute. Andrew Barnhill, an assistant professor of public service, found that out this
fall. “Students aren’t able to easily feed off of each other’s reactions to comments in the same way
that they do in person,” he told me.

On a related matter, audio delays — a near universal phenomenon in remote education — can cause the
teacher and students to speak over one another in a jerky start-and-stop rhythm. “The slight delay that
you get over Zoom as opposed to in-person makes a difference,” Barnhill says.

4. When the camera is on, the laughs are off

Humor research provides something else to consider. In one study, participants were overtly or cov-
ertly videotaped watching excerpts from popular television comedies. When they were aware of the
camera’s presence, they laughed less. In short, the camera’s presence was a big killjoy.

Some students who are conscious of the camera’s seemingly voyeuristic leer — and self-conscious
about how it makes them feel — turn off their audio and video feeds. This leaves only their names as
unresponsive avatars on the teacher’s video screen.

Talk about a tough crowd.

5. Too many distractions

Distractions — the kryptonite of humor — are the rule, not the exception, in remote classes. People
wander in the background and babies cry in the foreground.

Fionnuala Darby Hudgens, a community college English instructor, says that “interruptions occur
during almost every online session.” For her and many others, the most common scene-stealers are
kids and pets.

Comedian W.C. Fields once observed the same thing, advising people in entertainment to never work
with animals or children because they steal attention.

The last laugh?

Tough times and tough crowds aside, it’s too early to give up on humor in remote instruction. The
challenge for teachers lies not only in adapting to new technology, but also in understanding what
makes something funny in the first place.

Humor can never be reduced to a one-size-fits-all model. More art than science, humor must respond
to an ever-changing set of circumstances and personalities, which is the key to its survival. The joke
will be on us as teachers if we ever forget that.

In a language exchange, a meeting is divided into practicing two languages.

Suppose for example you are a native Portuguese speaker and you want to practice English. Your
partner is a native English speaker who wants to practice Portuguese. You and your partner would
speak English for one half of the meetings and Portuguese for the other half.

You need to decide on clear goals, choose the right partner, state your expectations and prepare for
your meetings.

Cast a wide net

Our final tip for today is to “cast a wide net.” That means to try many different things to increase your
chances of getting what you want.

Tell your friends, family and coworkers that you are serious about improving your English. Maybe
explain your reasons for learning the language. Let them know you are looking for an English speaker
to talk to. Ask around your larger community as well. The more people you ask, the more likely and
quickly you will find a good practice partner. He or she may not live in your city — or even your
country — but you can meet each other online.

Bapuanr 10. Is reading always better for your brain than listening to audiobooks?

Reading books and listening to audiobooks tap into different elements of cognition, each with
their own benefits. So which one should you choose, and when?

As an avid reader — and an author, too — I’'m disheartened by frequent reports of a decline in
reading for pleasure among young people. So when a friend recently asked me whether her daughter
was getting the same cognitive benefits from an audiobook as she would from reading, my instinct
was to think “she’s enjoying a book, the format doesn’t matter”. However, when I dug into the sci-
ence, | found the medium does shape the mind in subtly different but meaningful ways.

The benefits of reading

There’s no doubt reading is good for us. Beyond the knowledge it provides and the opportuni-
ties it opens up, a litany of studies links good literacy in childhood with physical and mental health
— and even longer life.

Reading is thought to exercise three important cognitive processes. Firstly, it encourages “deep
reading”, in which we draw connections between sections of the material, reflect on its relevance to
our own lives and ask probing questions about its content — all of which can change our perspective
on life itself.

Secondly, reading cultivates empathy and increases our emotional intelligence, qualities that
are thought to help us deal with stress and other real-world challenges. And thirdly, there are links
between reading and the development of “theory of mind” — the ability to understand how other peo-
ple’s thoughts and beliefs differ from our own.

But it can be hard to untangle the effects reading has on our lives from other factors. People
who read more may also benefit from privileges such as more free time, more money or even a genetic
predisposition to finding reading easier, and these in turn may affect health, cognition or longevity.

However, one study of more than 3500 people which attempted to account for these factors,
found those who read books for about 30 minutes a day were 20 per cent less likely to die over the
next 12 years than those who didn’t read at all. They also found this advantage was greater for those
who read books compared with those who only read newspapers or magazines.

Screens, e-readers and audiobooks
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When it comes to comparing reading in print with other mediums, such as e-readers, the re-
search gets more complex. A number of studies suggest reading text on a screen encourages us to
skim and therefore understand less than if we read the same text on paper.

There are other subtle differences. In a series of experiments, Anne Mangen at the University
of Stavanger in Norway and Frank Hakemulder at Utrecht University in the Netherlands found that
people who frequently read shorter, screen-based texts were less likely than book readers to look for
meaning in a passage. Additionally, the more people were exposed to screen reading, the less persis-
tence they showed in grappling with longer literary texts.

When it comes to audiobooks, the evidence is thinner, but reassuring — studies generally
find comprehension is broadly similar regardless of whether you’re reading or listening to a book.
Still, some subtle differences have emerged. A meta-analysis of 46 studies, for instance, found read-
ing gave a slight edge when it came to making inferences about a text — such as interpreting a char-
acter’s feelings.

Different ways of thinking

In fact, the act of listening rather than reading seems to tap into different elements of our cog-
nition. A study of people who were given spoken or written problems to answer, for example,
found individuals reasoned more intuitively when listening to the problem and more deliberately
when reading it.

Listening to an audiobook also involves hearing another person’s voice, often bringing intona-
tion, thythm and emotion that can shape its interpretation, says Janet Geipel at the University of Ex-
eter, UK. Reading, by contrast, relies on our inner voice, which may make the experience more self-
paced and personally inflected. These differences, she says, could potentially influence how we pro-
cess and use the information.

Nevertheless, “listening to audiobooks is not inherently detrimental”, says Geipel. “What can
make it detrimental is the way attention is managed: if you are fully focused, listening is just as
effective as reading, but if you are multitasking while listening, your depth of processing may be
lower than when you sit down and read without distraction.”

Choosing what works for you

Listening while reading adds yet another dimension. A meta-analysis by Virginia Clinton-
Lisell at the University of North Dakota suggests there may be a small benefit to comprehension from
listening while reading, but this probably only applies to people who struggle to decode words, such
as those with lower literacy levels or those who are learning to read in a second language. Proficient
readers might experience a negative effect due to “cognitive load theory”, in which presenting infor-
mation in two formats causes redundancy and risks overwhelming our limited cognitive resources.

Ultimately, there are many reasons you may choose audiobooks over print — dyslexia, sight
problems, a long drive or simple preference. As to whether you’re getting the same benefits from
doing so? “There is no straightforward answer,” says Geipel.

If you do have the choice, you may want to save a really interesting podcast, or a book you need
to think deeply about, for a time when you can give it your full attention, rather than when you’re
cooking dinner. But if, like my friend’s daughter, you’re engaging in a story for pure pleasure? Using
an audiobook seems a far better choice than not experiencing it at all.

Bapuanr 11. The Conversation

How caregivers can help build children’s emerging language skills

When children develop the ability to understand language, as well as speak and communicate,
this helps them interact with others and learn about their world. Research shows that children’s early
language skills have a long reach in affecting later life outcomes.

Children with better language skills have an easier time regulating their emotions and interact-
ing with their peers, likely in part because they can more easily communicate their thoughts, feelings
and ideas.
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Children with better language skills are also more likely to be ready for, and succeed in school,
and have better reading and writing skills. When they are older, they are more likely to be successful
and fulfilled at work.

Given the clear importance of language skills for lifelong outcomes, it is critical to set children
up early for language success. Parents, grandparents, caregivers as well as early learning and care
programs can play vital roles in supporting children’s language skills. We present three ways to help
build children’s emerging language skills.

1. Use language around children as often as possible

Talking to, around, and especially with children supports their language learning. This is the
case for children of all economic and cultural backgrounds.

Both the quantity and the quality of what caregivers say matter for children’s language learning.

Our research shows that children who hear more words and sentences have more words in their
vocabulary and stronger language skills. So, as much as possible, talk with your children. Even when
they can’t speak, children are still absorbing and learning from the language they hear around them.

Pretend you are a commentator, talking out loud about what you are doing, why you are doing
it, and what’s happening in the child’s environment. For example, when sitting at a park with your
baby or preschooler, you might say:

“Look at the green tree. It’s a maple tree. How many trees do we see? That tree looks different
from the tree by the bench.....”

It is not just the number of words that children hear that is important — the quality of the
language children hear also matters.

That means it is important to use a variety of words and sentence structures when talking to
children. For example, instead of just pointing to a dog and labeling it, you can describe the fur colour
of the dog, talk about what the dog is doing, and ask questions about the dog.

For example:

“Look at the dog. The dog is so big and fluffy and has such long legs. The dog is running
towards the ball. That ball sure bounces. I hope the dog can catch it.”

Caregivers can also ask questions starting with words like “who, what, when, where, and why”
to encourage children to provide a more complex response. This gives them the opportunity to use
new words and sentence structures in their own speech.

Open-ended statements are also great to encourage language growth. You can use statements
like: Tell me more, is that so, and then what happened...? Try to wait at least five to ten seconds to
give your child time to respond.

2. Read books with children daily

Shared book reading provides another great opportunity for language learning. Book reading
exposes children to new words that are less commonly used in everyday speech as well as a variety
of sentence structures. Books are a great way to expose children to high quality language as well as
create a unique bonding experience.

Reading together also helps children focus and pay attention for longer periods of time, which
helps them learn and sets them up for success in school.

Caregivers can try to make reading with children part of their everyday routine. How you read
can help improve the child’s ability to learn new words. Describe pictures, give a definition for new
words, ask questions, and incorporate music. Stories provide an opportunity to make links with your
child’s experiences. Even when children are still young, invite them to turn the pages of the book and
ask them what they think might happen next.

3. Engage in ‘serve and return’ interactions

Language skills can be developed through everyday interactions between caregivers and chil-
dren. Sensitive caregivers notice vocalizations, cries, facial expressions, and other clues signaling that
children need help, comfort or reassurance.

Sensitive interactions are often called “serve and return” interactions because they are like a
game of tennis. The child “serves” a cue by pointing to something, asking a question, or saying some-
thing, and the caregiver needs to “return” the serve by repeating, answering or commenting.

While parents can be sensitive when speaking with their child, they can also show sensitivity
by comforting a child who is sad or hurt. Our research shows that when caregivers are sensitive to
their child’s needs and engage in serve and return interactions, children develop better language skills.

Even young infants benefit from serve-and-return interactions. For instance, ask your infant a
question, and give them some time to answer! When they do, through uttering a sound like “da”,
repeat it again, and then elaborate by saying “dada” and connect it to a reference point (like “daddy”)
to encourage more language use and understanding. That way, we can support children’s inherent
drive to connect and communicate with us.

Children begin learning language as very young babies and continue to develop their language
abilities throughout childhood. Caregivers can help develop and enhance this important skill in eve-
ryday life by talking, singing, reading and tuning into them!

BapuanTt 12. Never mind the punctuation, look at our low price’s

The misplaced apostrophe is a sign of the times but there are few complaints in the East End, writes
Pav Akhtar.

“ERE, have a pound o’these,” said Alan Old, a greengrocer more concerned with selling things than
grammar, in a charming attempt to sell me some marrows I did not need.

“People round here don’t care much for spelling and the like. All they’re interested in is getting the
price. The best price.”

Misuse of the apostrophe is so commonplace, according to research by the Oxford Dictionary of
English, that it may become “acceptable”.

Mr Old, 49, was standing behind rows of green beans at his stall on the Roman Road Market, east
London. His goods were advertised on signs littered with misused apostrophes.

“So what if I’ve spelt something incorrectly? No one notices. Just as long as the carrots are carrots
and corn is corn, they’re happy.”

Danny Wilson, 16, from Dagenham, east London agreed: “Grammar is not that important. Nobody
really takes any notice. For example, when you are sending a text message on your phone, you just
abbreviate everything and, when you’re doing that, the rules for spelling go out of the window and
grammar is not even a consideration.”

Not all shoppers in the market were so indifferent. Caroline Willson, 24, from Hornchurch, east Lon-
don, is about to start a teacher training course at Canterbury Christ Church University College.

“It 1s very important that you are able to write a sentence properly. If you can’t, it reflects badly on
you. It’s a shame that people have little idea of how to use English grammar properly.”

Her mother, Gill, 48, offered parental support. “I come from the traditionalist viewpoint that punctu-
ation and grammar are important to our day-to-day lives. It’s relevant because it helps us to speak our
language properly. It worries me that so many children do not know how to write using the correct
grammar.”

Tony Hassan, 41, a clothing trader from north London, was unapologetic about several improper uses
of the apostrophe on his stall.

“Does a customer want to know about the price, or does she want to know whether I’ve spelt ‘its’in
the grammatically correct way?”

Petra Hayes, 30, from Hackney, east London, a fellow stall-holder, disagreed. “Even if it’s lingerie,
like my stall, you won’t find a word misspelt or a point of grammar overlooked.”

There was indeed nothing — grammatically — at fault on her stall.

Paul Oakley, 35, a greengrocer on the market, is also a staunch defender of correct grammar usage.
“It makes a good impression if people can see you have spelt things correctly, and have the grammar
right. If you make mistakes, people notice and some of them even point it out. I take the time to write
things out properly.”

Paul Dashford, 37, a fellow greengrocer, was more acerbic. “People around here don’t even know
what an apostrophe is. So what do they care?”

Brenda Humphries, 55, from Camden, north London, has been teaching English for 30 years. “Gram-
mar is extremely important,” she insisted. “Too many children now depend on the spell and grammar
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check facility computers offer. It’s a losing battle, ’'m afraid.”

BapuanTt 13. Redshirt the boys

Why boys should start school a year later than girls

It was a light-bulb moment for me,” Christopher Schroeder, an entrepreneur, an investor, and a
father of two boys, told me. His son Jack had been accepted to Beauvoir, the National Cathedral
Elementary School, in Washington, D.C. But “it was clear to the school that Jack should wait a year,”
he said—not because of his academic ability, but to give him more time to become socially and emo-
tionally prepared. “My view was that smart kids should be pushed forward as fast as possible,”
Schroeder recalled. “But as I laid out my case to the head of the school, she listened patiently, waited
a moment, smiled at me, and said, ‘What’s your rush?’

The idea of a delayed school start—often referred to as “redshirting,” a term borrowed from
athletics—got a burst of popular attention in 2008, when Malcolm Gladwell presented evidence in
his book Outliers that children older than their classmates do better on academic tests and in life gen-
erally. In the past few months, I’ve interviewed dozens of private-school teachers, parents, educa-
tional consultants, and admissions officers, largely in the D.C. metro area. One former head of an
elite private school who now consults with parents on school choice and admissions told me, “There
are effectively two different cutoff dates for school entry: one for boys and one for girls.”

The reason little boys wear almost all of the red shirts is not mysterious; the fact that boys
mature later than girls are one known to every parent, and certainly to every teacher. According to a
Rand survey, teachers are three times more likely to delay entry for their own sons than their own
daughters. The maturity gap is now demonstrated conclusively by neuroscience: Brain development
follows a different trajectory for boys than it does for girls. But this fact is entirely ignored in broader
education policy, even as boys fall further behind girls in the classroom.

What is going on here? There are many potential explanations. The feminization of the teaching
profession—three out of four teachers are now women—is not ideal for boys. The problem of self-
regulation is much more severe for boys than for girls. Flooded with testosterone, which drives up
dopamine activity, teenage boys are more inclined to take risks and seek short-term rewards than girls
are. Meanwhile, the parts of the brain associated with impulse control, planning, and future orienta-
tion, mature about two years later in boys than in girls. The typical 15-year-old girl and boy don’t
seem like different sexes; they seem like different species.

This was never the intention, of course. After all, the education system was mostly created by
men. The gender bias was just hard to see when girls were discouraged from pursuing higher educa-
tion and careers. But now that these barriers have been lowered, girls’ advantages in school have
become more apparent with every passing year. An unexpected result of feminism has been to reveal
the ways in which education is failing boys.

Would a delayed start for boys meaningfully narrow, or even eliminate, the gender gap? I don’t
know for sure. Studies of redshirted boys have shown dramatic reductions in hyperactivity and inat-
tention during elementary school, higher test scores, and higher levels of life satisfaction.

Cascio and Schanzenbach’s research has shown that redshirted boys are happier. Suzanne
Stateler Jones of Collin College interviewed summer-born boys and found a much higher level of life
satisfaction among those who had been redshirted compared with their peers. Among those who
started school at the prescribed age, she has said, a common refrain was “I’m always trying to keep
up.” But she said the overall message from the older boys was “They loved it, liked being older, no
problem with it, can’t think of any way it’s hurt, it’s only helped.” Jones also interviewed parents and
asked them what they would do if they had another summer-born son. Overwhelmingly, they told
her, “We would redshirt.”

Redshirting has the virtue of simplicity. Changing the default school-starting age would be
much easier, for example, than moving toward single-sex schools, which don’t appear to help boys
(or girls) very much in any case, and may introduce social distortions by segregating boys from girls
throughout childhood. Boys and girls don’t need to go to different schools, but rather to the same
school at different times in their life.
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There is one major drawback: Delaying school entry would put pressure on parents to provide
child care for another year. This is no doubt one reason low-income parents are less likely to redshirt
their children now.

It’s hard for some people to get their head around the idea that in many areas of life, and above
all in education, boys and men are now the ones who need the most help. We have a National Coali-
tion for Women and Girls in Education, but no equivalent for men. Thousands of academic scholar-
ships are aimed at young women, almost none at young men. This lag is understandable, given the
dizzying speed with which the gender gap has reversed.

A proposal to give a boost to boys may sound odd to some, given the inequities that many girls
and women still face. But I am betting on our ability to think two thoughts at once. There is much
still to be done to promote female representation in politics and corporate leadership, for example.
But as to education, boys and men are the ones who need the most help. And it’s not an issue only
for them. When schools fail boys, those boys grow into men lacking the skills to flourish in the work-
place, to be strong partners, or to be good providers for their children. Giving boys the gift of time
will help create a better society not just for men, but for women and children too.

BapuanTt 14. The Pros and Cons of School Uniforms for Students

The debate over whether students should wear school uniforms has been going on for more than
a decade. Some people argue that uniforms have a positive impact on the school environment by
promoting inclusivity, confidence, and a sense of belonging. Others fear that school uniforms prevent
kids from expressing themselves through their clothing choices.

The research on school uniforms is often mixed. While some schools have found uniforms to
be beneficial, other research has found that they have little effect. Some studies have even reached
the conclusion that requiring school uniforms can be harmful for students.

Let's take a closer look at some of the potential benefits, as well as the challenges, of requiring
students to wear uniforms.

Student Safety

Some people think that school uniforms can help make schools safer for kids. When Long
Beach, CA, required all students in grades K—8 to wear uniforms, reports of assault and battery de-
creased by 34%.

Additionally, assault with a deadly weapon decreased by 50%, fighting incidents declined 51%,
and sex offenses dropped by 74%. Possession of weapons dropped by 52%, possession of drugs went
down 69%, and vandalism was lowered by 18%.

The Sparks Middle School in Nevada reported a decrease in gang activity after instituting a
uniform policy. They also reported a drop in fights, graffiti, property damage, and battery. Overall,
there was a 63% drop in police reports.

Other proponents of school uniforms report that it prevents students from concealing weap-
ons under clothing. And some also believe intruders would be recognized faster, making the students
and staff safer in the event someone from the community tries to enter the school.

Not all studies have found that uniforms reduce discipline issues, however. In fact, a peer-re-
viewed study found that school uniforms increased the average number of assaults by about 14 per
year in the most violent schools. The Miami-Dade County Public Schools Office of Education Eval-
uation and Management found that fights in middle schools nearly doubled within one year of making
uniforms mandatory.

Focus on Education

For many students, clothing can be a major source of stress. Not having certain brand name
clothing or not wearing fashionable items could lead to feelings of insecurity.

Some people feel students are better able to concentrate on school when they all wear the same
clothing. Researchers in Australia noted that students who wear uniforms had improved discipline
and academic performance.

Not all studies have found that uniforms improve grades, however. In fact, at least one study
found that school uniforms had a negative effect on achievement.

Attendance Rates

Kids may show up to school more often when they’re wearing uniforms. A study by researchers
at the University of Houston found that the average attendance rate for girls in middle and high school
increased by 0.3 to 0.4 percent after school uniforms became mandatory.

A study by Youngstown State University also found that attendance rates increased and sus-
pensions decreased once students began wearing uniforms.

Students may also be more likely to show up to school on time when they have to wear uni-
forms. If they don’t have to spend time choosing what to wear every morning, students are able to get
out the door more quickly. This means fewer late arrivals.

Dress Code Enforcement

Many school officials spend a lot of time policing dress codes. Enforcing policies can require
a lot of resources as teachers may send kids to the office, and administrators have to determine
whether clothing is too baggy, inappropriate, or revealing.

Kids who violate dress codes may spend a lot of time in the office awaiting consequences, or
they may receive suspensions for repeated violations. School uniforms can keep kids in the classroom
more and prevent staff from wasting time trying to enforce policies.

Cost for Families

Parents may spend less money on school clothes when kids wear uniforms. There is less pres-
sure to buy expensive name-brand clothing, and school uniforms might be more affordable.

Opponents of school uniforms, however, say that requiring parents to buy specific articles of
clothing goes against the idea that students should be given free education. When public schools force
parents to buy uniforms, this could be placing a hardship on some families.

Impact on Self-Esteem

Proponents of uniforms report that they have a positive impact on student self-esteem.

Wearing the same clothing as everyone else means that students don’t have to worry about
whether their clothing choices will be acceptable to their peers.

But when all students wear the same clothing, they may be more likely to compare themselves
to their peers as clothing fits differently on everyone’s body.

The Problem With Uniform Research

Although there are many studies that examine the potential benefits and drawbacks of uniforms,
many of them revealed correlation, rather than causation. Just because grades went up or behavioral
problems went down, there’s no way of knowing that the reason for the change was due to uniform
policy. There are many other factors that may have influenced these issues.

Bapuanr 15 . Should children be allowed to wear makeup at school?

Of course, make-up is all about self-expression, but children are heading to school
to learn not to take part in a fashion show. Ultimately, once you have said yes to makeup, setting
limits might then be tricky.

Should We Allow Kids To Wear Makeup To School?

Clearly, the debate is still very much heated and alive. In reality, it seems only right that a com-
promise should be met. For example, allowing makeup, but limiting the amount of it, could set people
on the way to a much happier schooling environment.

Bapuant 16. How much part-time work should I take on while studying?

Many students rely on part-time jobs to fund their studies, but how many hours can
you do before it affects your grades?

At Oxbridge, students are actively discouraged from working during term time, but for others
there is no choice.

“I couldn’t afford to be at uni if I didn’t work,” says Mathilda Wilde, who graduated from the
University of Manchester last year. “The loan didn’t cover my rent.”

Wilde worked two jobs — one as a lifeguard and one as a waitress for a catering company —
during her studies; both were on zero-hour contracts. “I was under 21 so I was earning about £6.50
an hour and often working 5am to 3pm,” she says. “I was always envious of friends who could just
concentrate on their studies.”

Oxbridge students are actively discouraged from working during term time, but others have no
choice. More than two thirds of students rely on maintenance loans but they don’t cover all living
expenses, which means those who don’t have financial support from their parents are forced to take
on work.

“For many, wages from part-time work are the only way they can make ends meet,” says Sir
Peter Lampl, founder and chairman of the Sutton Trust. “It’s tough and it’s often the students’ aca-
demic work that loses out.”

This year, many freshers will be asking a familiar question: how much can they work during
term time before it impacts their degree — and what kind of jobs are most suitable?

Find work through your university

The best and most understanding employers tend to be universities themselves. Many have part-
time jobs in cafes, bars and shops on campus. You can also work on an ad-hoc basis as a guide on
open days and during freshers” week. These will be at least minimum wage and are likely to offer a
healthy number of hours to fit easily around studies.

Longer term, part-time jobs tend to provide a steady, albeit lower income. However, you may
need to consider how flexible your hours will be. Wilde says that although she liked meeting people
in the city, the work was often unreliable. “Once I didn’t get a shift for two months and it was too late
in the year to get a new job. I was really short of money,” she says.

Be careful what you sign up for

Hannah Brown runs Manchester University’s “job shop”, which offers advice to students and
advertises posts. She says “more and more students” are looking to work at university, but should be
careful. Her team don’t advertise anything over 20 hours a week and their advice is not to work more
than 15. “We always advertise flexible jobs and avoid anything commission-based,” she says.

Before you commit to a job, make employers aware of your timetable. “There have been nu-
merous times where I’ve been put on the rota for a shift at the same time as a lecture or seminar,”
says Josh Chapman, a third-year journalism student at Sheffield Hallam. “That can be difficult, be-
cause you miss out on information and teaching.”

Prioritise your health

Remember that you’re paying to be at uni and get a degree, so don’t waste that by running
yourself into the ground. “Last year, I kept getting really run-down and ill,” says Chapman, who
thinks that club and bar work can mess with sleeping patterns.

Meanwhile, jobs in retail and childcare — such as school pick-ups — offer more sociable hours.
Wilde, who graduated with a first, says studying before shifts is better than being too tired to do it at
the end of the day. “I had less time to play with so if had work at 1pm, I’d get up at 8am and get four
hours of studying in before I went.”

Seek out career-relevant work

Students from wealthier backgrounds can use their time to do relevant voluntary work and get
involved in extracurricular activities. This is one reason why socio-economic background is such a
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big predictor of job market success. However, Juan Garcia, employability and development adviser
at Queen Margaret University, thinks part-time work that complements study can “greatly enhance”
students’ employability after they graduate and they should seek paid internships.

For those who achieve this, working is one way to get ahead. Onwa Wonci, 24, went to the
University of Chichester and worked 20 hours a week for Enterprise Rent-A-Car. She says it wasn’t
easy but she was committed. “They offered me a grad scheme in my final year,” she says. “I wouldn’t
have a job now if I hadn’t gone through those struggles.”

BapuanT 17. Five top tips to help young learner teachers talk to parents

Effective communication between teachers and parents will benefit students and raise their ac-
ademic achievement.

Bapuanr 18. Time management — practical ways to make your teaching life easier

Teaching is not an easy job and all of us find ourselves managing huge responsibilities and
countless tasks, big and small, on a daily basis.

It is not surprising that by the end of the week, we feel exhausted, yet still have a mountain of
students’ work to mark by Monday. According to research from the Education Policy Unit, most full-
time teachers work an average of 48.2 hours per week with many working as many as 60 hours per
week. Does this sound like you?

The BIG question is — can there really be a way to make sustainable changes that allow us to
have more time for ourselves without sacrificing our students’ progress or feeling guilty, and maybe
even helping our students be more motivated and more successful in the long run?

It seems ironic that with students not attending school around the world during the lockdown
caused by the COVID-19 pandemic, many teachers have reported that they are even more stressed
and working even longer hours in order to help their students as much as possible.

It has been an incredibly difficult time for teachers and students alike. This situation is also set
to continue for some of us or we may see a generalised long-term shift to blended learning, with some
lessons taught face to face in classrooms and others online. Despite the challenges and the stress of
having to teach online, I believe there are some very helpful lessons to take away from this experience
that will not only allow teachers to better manage their time in their future, but also benefit students.

Here are some practical ideas to help you manage your time:

Make use of online resources. For many teachers the use of online materials previously may
have not seemed necessary, as students already have so much material linked to their coursebooks
and there isn’t enough time to use online resources too. But with lockdown, these may have become
a useful back-up for students working at home. These materials are designed to support different
students’ needs and, most importantly, cut out the need for teachers to monitor and mark work as
‘done’.
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Encourage learners to work independently. Students’ independent study can be more focused
on their needs and interests as well as be level appropriate. We all know that any class of students are
never all at the same level with the same strengths and weaknesses. Where class activities cannot
meet all their needs at the same time, personalised individual learning online can. It is important for
teachers to realise that letting go of control over what is taught is not necessarily a bad thing and that
students will actually benefit from accepting more responsibility for their own learning.

Focus classroom time on communication and collaboration. Some tasks do belong in the class-
room and it’s important to exploit them fully. Tasks that require and develop communication skills
and collaboration should be at the heart of the classroom experience and these are the tasks where
most of the work done is by students not teachers.

Bapuant 19. Ways to Beat Bullies

It's an ugly, cruel and unnecessary part of school life and is a source of misery for millions of
children.

More than two million youngsters in the UK are bullied at some point in their school years. Of
these, 40 per cent suffer bullying twice a week or more.

Childline receives about 20,000 calls a year from bullied youngsters while the charity Kidscape
gets about 16,000 phone calls from the worried parents of bullied children.

One in 12 youngsters are bullied so badly it affects their education, relationships and even their
job prospects in later life. And in 10 to 15 cases every year the bullying reaches such a dreadful level
that it drives the young victims to suicide.

This week the Daily Mirror's Beat the Bullies campaign has been looking at ways to eradi-
cate the problem. Today we offer 12 practical ideas for youngsters to deter bullies, plus five tips from
children who have experienced bullying, to help children keep themselves safe and boost their confi-
dence. These clever methods are taught on special courses for bullied children run by Kidscape, the
only national charity dedicated to beating bullying.

1. BY law, schools must have a way of dealing with bullying. Use your school's anti-bullying
policy to get help and if you're not sure how it works, talk to your teacher or headteacher. Don't be-
come resigned to being a victim. You CAN help yourself and get others to help you.

2. TELL a friend what is happening. It will be harder for the bully to pick on you if you have a
pal with you for support.

3. TRY to ignore the bully or say "No!" really firmly, then walk away. Don't worry if people
think you are running away — it is very hard for the bully to go on picking on someone who won't stand
still to listen to their threats.

4. MOST bullied children have negative body language — hunched up and looking at the floor.
Try to stand straight and make eye contact with people.

5. IF you don't want to do something, don't give in to pressure. Be firm. Remember, everyone
has the right to say no.

6. SIMPLY repeat a statement again and again: "No, you can't have my lunch money, no, you
can't have my lunch money!" The bully will get bored because they are not getting anywhere and give
up.

7. MAKE your phrase short and precise: Say "It's my pencil." or "Go away" firmly.

8. DON'T show that you are upset or angry. Bullies love to get a reaction — it's "fun". Keep calm
and hide your emotions — the bully might get bored and leave you alone.

9. MAKE up funny or clever replies in advance. They don't have to be brilliant, but it helps to
have an answer ready. Practise saying them at home. If the bully says: "Give me your sweets," you
could say: "OK, but my dog licked them so they don't taste very nice."

10. AVOID being alone in places where you know the bully is likely to be. This might
mean changing your route to school, or avoiding certain parts of the playground, or only using toilets
when other people are there. It's not fair, but it might put the bully off. Remember, your safety is the

49



most important thing to consider.

11. STOP thinking like a victim. If you have been bullied for a long time, you might start to
believe what the bully says — that you're ugly, awful and no one will ever like you. This is "victim-
think".

12. MAKE a list of all the good things you can think of about yourself. Talk to yourself in a
positive way. Say: "I may not look like a film star, but I'm good at maths and have a brilliant sense
of humour."

Kids’ Code

PRACTISE walking tall. Bullies pick on people they think are weak. If you look confident, the
bully is less likely to pick on you.

STICK with a group — even if they are not really your friends. Bullies tend to pick on people
when they are on their own.

KEEP a diary about what is happening. A written record of bullying makes it much easier to
prove what has been going on.

DON’T fight back if you can help it. You could make the situation worse, get hurt or even be
blamed for starting the trouble.

IT’S not worth getting hurt over a possession. You may have to give bullies what they want.
Property can be replaced — you can’t.

Bapuaunrt 20. School dinners

Do you have your lunch at school or do you go home for lunch? School dinners (lunch is also called
dinner!) is a hot topic in the UK. Find out why in this article.

What is a school dinner?

A typical school dinner costs about 2 pounds a day for a secondary pupil in the UK. There is usually
amain course, a dessert and a drink. Parents often pay in advance online. School dinners must include
food groups such as fruit and vegetables, protein (for example meat, fish or cheese) and carbohydrate
(for example rice or pasta). There are rules about how the food is prepared, for example there are
limits on the quantity of fried food.

Neverseconds — the school dinners blog

Martha Payne, from Scotland, started a blog called Neverseconds about her school dinners when she
was just nine years old. She posts photographs of her lunch every day and gives the food a grade out
of ten. The grade depends on the quality and quantity of the food and how healthy it is. She doesn’t
always give good grades. Her complaints include too much fried food, small quantities and hair in
the food (yuck!). Many people read her blog and young people from all over the world post pictures
of their school meals on Neverseconds.

Jamie Oliver, the celebrity British chef, is passionate about school dinners. He thinks that they need
to be healthier and tastier. Jamie helped to promote Martha’s blog by tweeting about it and Neversec-
onds became very popular, very quickly on social media websites. On the blog, Martha also collects
money for charity. The money is used to provide food for more than 600,000 poor children around
the world.

Do all children have school dinners?

More than a third of British school pupils have school dinner. Some take a packed lunch, prepared at
home. Others either have lunch at home or eat at nearby take-away restaurants. We asked some young
people to tell us about what they eat at lunchtime on school days.

I have school dinners most days but I take a packed lunch on Fridays. This Friday I had a cheese
sandwich, tomatoes, crisps, a chocolate bar and an apple juice.
