THE BRITISH GOVERNMENT

The head of the government is the prime minister, a title that dates back to the 18th
century. The prime minister is the leader of the majority party in Parliament and has
the power to appoint and dismiss ministers. The prime minister is the main
representative of the government and recommends the appointment of some senior
judges and of senior clergy of the Church of England. The prime minister also draws
up an annual list of honors, which are usually awarded on New Year's Day.

The prime minister selects a Cabinet of ministers. The Cabinet develops the
government's policies, which are presented as proposed legislation to Parliament, and
exercises control over government departments. Meetings of the Cabinet are held in
private, and strict secrecy is maintained. Some matters are discussed by Cabinet
committees, which consist of the ministers involved. The Cabinet Office handles the
records of Cabinet meetings and provides information to ministers. To maintain
stability the Cabinet must act as a collective group and issue unanimous statements
and policies. If a minister does not agree with Cabinet policies, that minister must
resign.

Ministers head government departments are responsible for the work of those
departments. The ministers must be prepared to answer questions about their
departments in the House of Commons. Ministers who sit in the House of Lords have
a parliamentary secretary who answers questions raised in the Commons. This system
of parliamentary control over government departments discourages inefficiency and
irresponsibility.

There are many government departments of various sizes and complexity. Major
departments include the Treasury, which handles the country's finances; the Ministry
of Defence; the Ministry of Health, which operates the National Health Service; the
Home Office, which controls the police and other law-and-order institutions; the
Foreign Office; and the Post Office. There are several Scottish, Welsh, and Northern
Irish departments. Most of the work of government departments is carried out by
members of the civil service. Because none of the positions held by civil servants is
an elective or political appointment, a change in government does not affect a
department's staff.

TEENAGE PROBLEMS

Today it is fashionable to speak about teenage problems. A few years ago alcohol,
fights, murders and other kinds of violence were more problems of adults rather than
young people.

But now, as official reports admit, violence, AIDS, drugs and alcohol are more and
more associated with youngest. For many children from poor families violence,
drinking problems and all that is associated with poverty becomes more and more
real.

The Government surveys show that every fifth teenager who was arrested for
criminal actions, was younger that 14 and couldn't be sent to prison. Almost half of
teenagers have an experience with drugs, alcohol and sex under age of 16. A lot of
teenagers who have drug or alcohol addiction almost never believe that they are
dependent. These things are often combined with family and school problems.

What has gone wrong? Some specialists explain that the changes of our society,
the system of our life force young people to choose their own lifestyle. On the one
hand, our society agrees that 15-17-years old people are old enough to be responsible
for what they do and gives them quite a lot of freedom and rights. On the other hand,
most adults think that teenagers are too young to be taken seriously. This
misunderstanding has produced many problems. Actually, a lot of teenagers say that
their parents let them do anything they want and are quite indifferent to their
problems. Many teenagers get upset or depressed when they can't solve their
problems. As a result, it makes them believe that there is only one way out - to stop
living and commit suicide.

No doubt, the teens' problems will increase. And young people should feel that
they are cared about.

MICHELANGELO’S WORK IN THE SISTINE CHAPEL
At the age of thirty Michelangelo was called to Rome and for the next thirty years
he worked there for a succession of Popes. Apart from the unfinished tomb for Pope
Julius 11, which was to have been his masterpiece in sculpture, the most important
work of this period is the magnificent and elaborate painting on the ceiling of the
Sistine Chapel in the Vatican. This immense ceiling, almost an acre in area, is forty
feet above the ground, curved in form and interrupted by window openings. It would
have been a tremendous problem to any experienced painter; as for Michelangelo,
who had as yet done very little painting, and nothing at all on an overhead surface, it
was a formidable challenge.
The Prophet Jeremiah on the Sistine ceiling is one of the most expressive figures;
the bent shoulders and general downward movement symbolize the sadness of this
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great seer, who sits, chin in hand and eyes half closed, revealing his thoughtful
dejection. Most masters of the High Renaissance were able to express the emotions of
their figures through positions of the arms and legs or postures of the body; they
attached as much importance to these factors as to the expression on the face itself.
This is as true of Jeremiah as of Adam in the Creation scene (also on the ceiling of
the Sistine Chapel) or Leonardo’s “Madonna of the Rocks”.

What is especially striking and characteristic of Michelangelo in the portrayal of
Jeremiah is the illusion of a three-dimensional space in which the figure can actually
move. This is effected through the powerful contour line of the form itself, and the
painted recess of the niche in which it is set. Jeremiah’s legs are drawn in under him,
implying the same possibility of movements as do the hunched shoulders and sunken
head.

When the monumental painting in the Sistine Chapel was finished, it was signed:
“Michelangelo, Sculptor™.

Michelangelo’s thoughtful, passionate force of character was reflected in his
work, with its abundance of contorted nudes whose emotions are expressed through
the device of turning one part of the body in a different direction from another, and
yet balancing the parts of the body. In a study for Sistine Chapel ceiling the Libyan
Sybil is drawn in red chalk. The chalk lines model with great force the forms of the
head and the mighty back and arms. Great care has been given to the anatomical
structure of the figure and the muscles show with more distinctness and salience than
they would even in the most highly trained athlete. The figure has been thought of “in
the round”, from all sides, as a sculptor would conceive it, and not as an appearance
of the model from one position only — the usual practice of painters.

THOMAS GAINSBOROUGH AND HIS ARTISTIC LEGACY

Thomas Gainsborough was born in Sudbury, Suffolk, in 1727, the son of John
Gainsborough, a cloth merchant. He soon evinced a marked inclination for drawing
and in 1740 his father sent him to London to study art. He stayed in London for eight
years, working under the rococo portrait-engraver Gravelot; he also became familiar
with the Flemish tradition of painting, which was highly prized by London art dealers
at that time. “Road through Wood (with Boy Resting and Dog)”, 1747 is a typical
“genre painting”, obviously influenced by Ruisdael. In many aspects this work recalls
Constable’s “Cornfield”.

In 1750 Gainsborough moved to Ipswich where his professional career began in
earnest. He executed a great many small-sized portraits as well as landscapes of a
decorative nature. In October 1759 Gainsborough moved to Bath. In Bath he became
a much sought-after and fashionable artist, portraying the aristocracy, wealthy
merchants, artists and men of letters. He no longer produced small paintings but, in
the manner of Van Dyck, turned to full-length, life-size portraits. From 1774 to 1788
(the year of his death), Gainsborough lived in London where he divided his time
between portraits and pictorial compositions, inspired by Geiorgione, which Reinolds
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defined as “fancy pictures” (“The Wood Gatherers”, 1787). As a self-taught artist, he
did not make the traditional grand tour or the ritual journey to Italy, but relied on his
own remarkable instinct in painting.

Gainsborough is famous for the elegance of his portraits and his pictures of women
in particular have an extreme delicacy and refinement. As a colourist he has had few
rivals among English painters. His best works have those delicate brush strokes
which are found in Rubens and Renoir. They are painted in clear and transparent
tone, in a colour scheme where blue and green predominate.

The particular discovery of Gainsborough was the creation of a form of art in which
the sitters and the background merge into a single entity. The landscape is not kept in
the background, but in most cases man and nature are fused in a single whole through
the atmospheric harmony of mood; he emphasized that the natural background for his
characters neither was, nor ought to be, the drawing-room or a reconstruction of
historical events, but the changeable and harmonious manifestations of nature, as
revealed both in the fleeting moment and in the slowly evolving seasons. In the
portrait of “Robert Andrews and Mary, His Wife”, for example, the beauty of the
green English summer is communicated to the viewer through the sense of well-being
and delight which the atmosphere visibly creates in the sitters. Gainsborough shows
the pleasure of resting on a rustic bench in the cool shade of an oak tree, while all
around the ripe harvest throbs in a hot atmosphere enveloped by a golden light.

Emphasis is nearly always placed on the season in both the landscapes and the
portraits, from the time of Gainsborough’s early works until the years of his late
maturity: from the burning summer sun in “Robert Andrews and Mary, His Wife” to
the early autumn scene in “The Market Cart”, painted in 1786-1787, a work
penetrated throughout by the richness and warmth of colour of the season, by its
scents of drenched earth and marshy undergrowth.

It is because his art does not easily fall within a well-defined theoretical system that
it became a forerunner of the Romantic Movement, with its feeling for nature and
uncertainty and anxiety experienced by sensitive men when confronted with nature.
One can observe it in "Mary, Countess Howe” (1765), “The Blue Boy”(1770),
“Elizabeth and Mary Linley” (1772), “Mrs. Hamilton Nisbet” (1785), to name but a
few.

VASILY SURIKOV

Surikov was born into a hard-working Cossack family in the Siberian town of
Krasnoyarsk. It is believed that his ancestors came to Siberia from the Don country in
the 16th century as members of the famous Yermak expedition. The Surikovs are
named in the lists of those who rose in rebellion against the tsarism in Krasnoyarsk at
the end of the sixteenth century.

Surikov often referred to the influence which Siberia exerted on his work. "Right
from my childhood,” he said, "Siberia inculcated in me ideals of historical type".
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"Krasnoyarians", he used to say with pride, "have the hearts of lions". Men of "strong
character", "lion-hearted men", past and present, always attracted him.

He is recorded as having said that he found his real vocation as a painter of
historical subjects, more precisely the painter of the past of Russia, upon taking up
residence in ancient Moscow after graduating from the Academy of Arts in St.
Petersburg. "Moscow was my salvation”, he recalled. "As Tolstoi put it, ‘the old yeast
fermented'... The monuments and the squares supplied the background for my
Siberian impressions"...

In Moscow in 1878 Surikov began to work on his first big historical subject - The
Execution of the Streltsi. Three years later, in 1881, the picture was exhibited at the
Ninth Travelling Exhibition.

In this work Surikov turns to a dividing line in Russian history - to the changes
introduced by Peter I.

Taking the execution as his subject Surikov does not portray the hanging. To
shock his, audience with scene of horror was not part of his purpose. His aim was
deeper than that. Interpreting the event as a national drama he shows that the
progressive Petrine reforms were carried out by way of intensified social oppression,
with the popular masses paying the price in suffering; he discloses the tragic
circumstances of those taking part in the drama...

In the next of his major historical canvases — Boyarinya Morozova — Surikov
portrayed an episode of the time of the schism (raskolnichestvo) in the Russian
church (the end of the 17th century).

Boyarinya Morozova, a confirmed devotee of the "ancient ritual”, a woman with a
"“fiery heart", remained faithful to her convictions until her last breath; confined in a
dungeon she died of starvation in 1672.

Although naming his picture after the central figure in it, Surikov, here too, treats
the event as a national drama.

"l cannot understand the action of individual personages in history without the
people, without crowds. | simply have to show them on the streets"”, said Surikov.

In depicting the crowd thronging the street Surikov was faced with a complicated
task of composition and colour. He performed it with a consummate skill. Under his
brush the canvas becomes a piece of living reality. The crowd lives and is animated,;
the sledge, like some ghostly tumbrel, cuts its way through the crowd; the tracks left
by its runners, the straw jutting out from the tail-boards, and the boy running to keep
up with it — all compel belief in the leftward swaying of the sledge; this feeling is
heightened by the growing movement towards the centre of the part of the figures on
the extreme right: the beggar sitting on the snow, the woman beggar on her knees and
reaching out to Morozova, and her sister, Princess Evdokia Urusova, keeping pace
with the sledge.

The colour scheme is equally captivating. Attracted by the colourfulness of the
ancient Russian dress, Surikov paints s colour scheme that is most telling (blue,
yellow, red, black, etc.). But the colours, far from making the picture a decorative
canvas, have their place in it, are part of the general harmony; they are softened and
blended by the diffused light of the hazy, moist air. The colour is used also to indicate
the psychological centre of the picture — the figure of Morozova; the tragic effect is
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evident in the black of her dress against the white of the snow and the motley colours
of the crowd.

This picture, as the case with all Surikov's painting, was preceded by vast
preliminary work. Proof of this is the enormous number of sketches and studies made
by him. He was painstaking in his search for the right image, in seeking among the
people for types socially and psychologically akin to the heroical personages he
sought to portray. A feature of most of his studies is that they are not passive
drawings from nature, they are, in large measure, already finished images, based on
his observations of nature and designed for use in future pictures.
