The origins of
the East Slavs and the time they first settled onthe Eurasian Plainare not
known because of many waves of invasionand migration.But we know that
by the A. D. 800s the East Slavs began to develop their civilization there.
During the 900s,the first Russian state grew along the rivers that form a
natural waterway between the Baltic Seaand the Black Sea.The center of
the first Russian state was Kiev. Kiev was not a unifiednation like the
Russian Empireor the Soviet Union. It wasa loosefederation of city-states,
each one controlled bya prince of the ruing family. Kievan Russia’s
economy was based onthe small-scaleagriculture of its mostly free
peasants. Nonetheless, much of Kievan Russia’s prosperityand character
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came from trade. Theriver networkcontrolled by the Kievans was a major
trade route link-ing Europe to the Middle Eastand beyond. The major
trading partner of Russia was the Byzantine Empirewith its
capital, Constantinople. In this way Byzantine culture, crafts and
religionwere broughtinto Russia.The Byzantine religion was Greek
Orthodox Christianity. In 988 Kiev’s prince Vladimir converted toit and it
became the official religion of his realm. This event is one of the key
events in Russian history. But the dominant religionin other countries was
Roman Catholicismthat time. The head of the Greek Or-thodox Church
was the Patriarch of Constantinople. He appointedthe metropol-itan of
Kiev, the religions leader of that city. Besides, in 1054 the Greek Ortho-
dox Church broke awayfrom the Roman Catholic Church because of a

Roman Influence in Britain

As a result of the conquest signs of Roman civilisation spread over
Britain. There had been no towns in Britain before the Romans
conquered it. The civilised Romans were city dwellers, and as soon as
they had conquered Britain, they began to build towns, splendid
villas, public baths as in Rome itself.

York, Glocester, London, Lincoln became the chief Roman towns.
There were also about 50 smaller towns. Londod became a centre of trade
by road and river. Glocester, York and Lincoln sprang up round the Roman
military camps. The towns of Bath because famous for its hot springs. The
first Roman baths were built there. The towns grew up as markets and
centres of administration. In most towns there were market places and
plenty of shps where merchants sold their goods. The houses were built of
stone, plastered and painted with roofs made of large red tiles. The rich
merchants and officials had luxurious houses which contained many rooms,
with mosaic floors and central heating. Every Roman town had a drainage
system and a good supply of pure water. Temples and public bathes could
be found in most towns.

The Roman towns were military stations surrounded by walls for
defence, which were guarded by the Roman warriors. The Romans were
great road-makers and now a network of roads connected all parts of the
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country. One of the chief roads was Watling Street which ran from Dover
through London to Chester — and into Wales. Along the roads new towns
and villages sprang up. Great tracks of forest were cleared, swamps were

drained and con fields took their place.
