The Rose
The national flower of England is the rose. No wonder so many people voted it a national icon.
It all started during the time of the Wars of the Roses — civil wars (1455 - 1485) between the
royal house of Lancaster (whose emblem was a red rose) and the royal house of York (whose
emblem was a white rose).
At the end of the war the two roses were combined in the Tudor rose. The idea belonged to
Henry VI, the first Tudor monarch and the father of Henry VIII. Henry was a Lancastrian, but
he fell in love with Elizabeth of York, married her — and united the two houses. Looking for a
symbol of this union, he chose a red rose with a white rose in it.



During the Tudor period, hundreds of inns were named the Rose — to show loyalty to the royal
family. There are still many pubs and hotels all over the country named after this flower.

In 1871, the newly formed Rugby Football Union selected an England team to play the first ever
international match against Scotland. The committee chose a red rose as the team’s badge.
Although England lost the match, held in Edinburgh, the country’s rugby teams have worn red
roses ever since.

Oxbridge

Oxford and Cambridge are the oldest and most prestigious universities in Great Britain. They are
often called collectively Oxbridge. Both universities axe independent. Only the education elite
go to Oxford or Cambridge. The normal length of the degree course is three years, after which
the students take the Degree of Bachelor of Arts (B. A.). Some courses, such as languages or
medicine, may be one or two years longer. The students may work for other degrees as well.
Oxford and Cambridge universities consist of a number of colleges. Each college is different, but
in many ways they are alike. Each college has its name, its coat of arms. Each college is
governed by a Master. The larger ones have more than 400 members, the smallest colleges have
less than 30. Each college offers teaching in a wide range of subjects. Within the college one will
normally find a chapel, a dining hall, a library, rooms for undergraduates, fellows and the
Master, and also rooms for teaching purposes.

Oxford is one of the oldest universities in Europe. It is the second largest in Britain, after
London. The town of Oxford is first mentioned in the Anglo-Saxon chronicle in 911 A. D., and it
was popular with the early English kings. The university's earliest charter is dated to 1213.
There are now 24 colleges for men, 5 for women and another 5 which have both men and women
members, many from overseas studying for higher degrees. Among the oldest colleges are
University College, All Souls and Christ Church.

The local car industry in East Oxford gives an important addition to the city's outlook. There is a
great deal of bicycle traffic both in Oxford and Cambridge.
Cambridge University started during the 13th century and grew until today. Now there are more
than thirty colleges.

On the banks of the Cam willow trees drown their branches into the water. The colleges line the
right bank. There are beautiful college gardens with green lawns and lines of tall trees. The
oldest college is Peterhouse, which was founded in 1284, and the most recent is Robinson
College, which, was opened in 1977. The most famous is probably King’s College because of its
magnificent chapel, the largest and the most beautiful building in Cambridge and the most
perfect example left of English fifteenth-century architecture. Its choir of boys and
undergraduates is also very well known.

The University was only for men until 1871, when the first women's college was opened. In the
1970s, most colleges opened their doors to both men and women. Almost all colleges are now
mixed.

Loans

The term loan refers to a type of credit vehicle in which a sum of money is lent to another party
in exchange for future repayment of the value or principal amount. In many cases, the lender also
adds interest and/or finance charges to the principal value which the borrower must repay in
addition to the principal balance. Loans may be for a specific, one-time amount, or they may be
available as an open-ended line of credit up to a specified limit. Loans come in many different
forms including secured, unsecured, commercial, and personal loans.

A loan is a form of debtincurred by an individual or other entity. The lender—usually a
corporation, financial institution, or government—advances a sum of money to the borrower. In
return, the borrower agrees to a certain set of terms including any finance charges, interest,
repayment date, and other conditions. In some cases, the lender may require collateral to secure
the loan and ensure repayment. Loans may also take the form of bonds and certificates of deposit
(CDs). It is also possible to take a loan from a 401(k) account.

When someone needs money, they apply for a loan from a bank, corporation, government, or
other entity. The borrower may be required to provide specific details such as the reason for the
loan, their financial history, Social Security Number (SSN), and other information. The lender
reviews the information including a person's debt-to-income (DT]) ratio to see if the loan can be
paid back. Based on the applicant's creditworthiness, the lender either denies or approves the
application. The lender must provide a reason should the loan application be denied. If the
application is approved, both parties sign a contract that outlines the details of the agreement.
The lender advances the proceeds of the loan, after which the borrower must repay the amount
including any additional charges such as interest.

The terms of a loan are agreed to by each party before any money or property changes hands or
is disbursed. If the lender requires collateral, the lender outlines this in the loan documents. Most
loans also have provisions regarding the maximum amount of interest, as well as

other covenants such as the length of time before repayment is required.

Loans are advanced for a number of reasons including major purchases, investing, renovations,
debt consolidation, and business ventures. Loans also help existing companies expand their
operations. Loans allow for growth in the overall money supply in an economy and open up
competition by lending to new businesses. The interest and fees from loans are a primary source
