Text 1

Speech and Language Developmental Milestones
How do speech and language develop?

The first 3 years of life, when the brain is developing and maturing, is the most intensive period
for acquiring speech and language skills. These skills develop best in a world that is rich with sounds,
sights, and consistent exposure to the speech and language of others.

There appear to be critical periods for speech and language development in infants and young
children when the brain is best able to absorb language. If these critical periods are allowed to pass
without exposure to language, it will be more difficult to learn.

What are the milestones for speech and language development?

The first signs of communication occur when an infant learns that a cry will bring food, comfort, and
companionship. Newborns also begin to recognize important sounds in their environment, such as the
voice of their mother or primary caretaker. As they grow, babies begin to sort out the speech sounds
that compose the words of their language. By 6 months of age, most babies recognize the basic sounds
of their native language.

Children vary in their development of speech and language skills. However, they follow a natu-
ral progression or timetable for mastering the skills of language. A checklist of milestones for the nor-
mal development of speech and language skills in children from birth to 5 years of age is included be-
low. These milestones help doctors and other health professionals determine if a child is on track or if
he or she may need extra help. Sometimes a delay may be caused by hearing loss, while other times it
may be due to a speech or language disorder.

What is the difference between a speech disorder and a language disorder?

Children who have trouble understanding what others say (receptive language) or difficulty sharing
their thoughts (expressive language) may have a language disorder. Specific language impairment
(SLI) is a language disorder that delays the mastery of language skills. Some children with SLI may
not begin to talk until their third or fourth year.

Children who have trouble producing speech sounds correctly or who hesitate or stutter when
talking may have a speech disorder. Apraxia of speech is a speech disorder that makes it difficult to
put sounds and syllables together in the correct order to form words.

What should I do if my child’s speech or language appears to be delayed?

Talk to your child’s doctor if you have any concerns. Your doctor may refer you to a speech-language
pathologist, who is a health professional trained to evaluate and treat people with speech or language
disorders. The speech-language pathologist will talk to you about your child’s communication and
general development. He or she will also use special spoken tests to evaluate your child. A hearing test
is often included in the evaluation because a hearing problem can affect speech and language devel-
opment. Depending on the result of the evaluation, the speech-language pathologist may suggest activ-
ities you can do at home to stimulate your child’s development. They might also recommend group or
individual therapy or suggest further evaluation by an audiologist (a health care professional trained to
identify and measure hearing loss), or a developmental psychologist (a health care professional with
special expertise in the psychological development of infants and children).

Text 2

What research is being conducted on developmental speech and language problems?

The National Institute on Deafness and Other Communication Disorders (NIDCD) sponsors a
broad range of research to better understand the development of speech and language disorders, im-
prove diagnostic capabilities, and fine-tune more effective treatments. An ongoing area of study is the
search for better ways to diagnose and differentiate among the various types of speech delay. A large
study following approximately 4,000 children is gathering data as the children grow to establish relia-
ble signs and symptoms for specific speech disorders, which can then be used to develop accurate di-
agnostic tests. Additional genetic studies are looking for matches between different genetic variations
and specific speech deficits.



Researchers sponsored by the NIDCD have discovered one genetic variant, in particular, that is
linked to specific language impairment (SLI), a disorder that delays children’s use of words and slows
their mastery of language skills throughout their school years. The finding is the first to tie the pres-
ence of a distinct genetic mutation to any kind of inherited language impairment. Further research is
exploring the role this genetic variant may also play in dyslexia, autism, and speech-sound disorders.

A long-term study looking at how deafness impacts the brain is exploring how the brain “re-
wires” itself to accommodate deafness. So far, the research has shown that adults who are deaf react
faster and more accurately than hearing adults when they observe objects in motion. This ongoing re-
search continues to explore the concept of “brain plasticity” — the ways in which the brain is influ-
enced by health conditions or life experiences — and how it can be used to develop learning strategies
that encourage healthy language and speech development in early childhood.

A recent workshop convened by the NIDCD drew together a group of experts to explore is-
sues related to a subgroup of children with autism spectrum disorders who do not have functional ver-
bal language by the age of 5. Because these children are so different from one another, with no set of
defining characteristics or patterns of cognitive strengths or weaknesses, development of standard as-
sessment tests or effective treatments has been difficult. The workshop featured a series of presenta-
tions to familiarize participants with the challenges facing these children and helped them to identify a
number of research gaps and opportunities that could be addressed in future research studies.

Text 3
Delayed Speech or Language Development

As with other skills and milestones, the age at which kids learn language and start talking can
vary. Many babies happily babble "mama" and "dada™ well before their first birthday, and most tod-
dlers can say about 20 words by the time they're 18 months old. But what if a 2-year-old isn't really
talking yet or only puts two words together?

Knowing what's "normal” and what's not in speech and language development can help parents
figure out if there's cause for concern or if their child is right on schedule.

When Do Kids Develop Speech and Language Skills?

The stages of speech and language development are the same for all kids, but the age at which
kids develop them can vary a lot.

During routine well-child checkups, doctors look to see if kids have reached developmental
milestones at these ages:

Before 12 Months

By the first birthday, babies should be using their voices to relate to their environment. Cooing
and babbling are early stages of speech development. At around 9 months, babies begin to string
sounds together, use different tones of speech, and say words like "mama" and "dada" (without really
understanding what those words mean).

Before 12 months of age, babies also should be paying attention to sound and starting to recog-
nize names of common objects (bottle, binky, etc.). Babies who watch intently but don't react to sound
could be showing signs of hearing loss.

By 12 to 15 Months

Kids this age should have a wide range of speech sounds in their babbling (like p, b, m, d, or n),
begin to imitate sounds and words they hear, and often say one or more words (not including "mama"
and "dada"). Nouns usually come first, like "baby" and "ball." They also should be able to understand
and follow simple one-step directions ("Please give me the toy," etc.).

From 2 to 3 Years

Parents often see huge gains in their child's speech. A toddler's vocabulary should increase (to
too many words to count) and he or she should routinely combine three or more words into sentences.

Comprehension also should increase — by age 3, a child should begin to understand what it
means to "put it on the table” or "put it under the bed." Kids also should begin to identify colors and
understand descriptive concepts (big versus little, for example).

How Are Speech or Language Delays Diagnosed?

If you or your doctor think that your child might have a problem, it's important to get an early
evaluation by a speech-language pathologist. You can find a speech-language pathologist on your own,
or ask your health care provider to refer you to one.

The speech-language pathologist will evaluate your child's speech and language skills within
the context of total development. The pathologist will do standardized tests and look for milestones in
speech and language development.

The speech-language pathologist will also assess:

« Wwhat your child understands (called receptive language)

« what your child can say (called expressive language)

« if your child is attempting to communicate in other ways, such as pointing, head shaking, gesturing,
etc.

« sound development and clarity of speech

« your child's oral-motor status (how the mouth, tongue, palate, etc., work together for speech as well
as eating and swallowing)

Based on the test results, the speech-language pathologist might recommend speech therapy for
your child.

How Does Speech Therapy Help?

The speech therapist will work with your child to improve speech and language skills, and
show you what to do at home to help your child.
