Science against Pain

Many doctors and scientists in various countries in the past tried to discover ways and means of
killing pain. Anaesthesia, which is an ordinary thing now, is the result of the long and hard work
of many. It is difficult to say now who was the first, but some of the names must not be
forgotten. In 1776 Joseph Priestley, a prominent English chemist, found a gas which is now
called "laughing-gas" because it makes people feel a little drunk after inhaling it. For about thirty
years no one was seriously interested in it, but in 1800 Humphry Davy, the famous English
chemist, noticed its effects. He also said that it would probably be useful in operations because it
could take away pain.

About 1824 an English doctor called Hickman read Davy's books and tried laughing-gas on dogs
and other animals. He got some good results, but still no interest was shown. Hickman died
young, before he could make people believe in laughing-gas as an anaesthetic.

Laughing-gas became known in America, where young men and women went to parties to try it.
Most of them spent their time laughing, but one man at a party, Horace Wells, who was a dentist,
noticed that people did not seem to feel pain when they were under the effects of this gas. He
decided to try an experiment on himself. He asked a friend to help him.

Wells inhaled some of the gas, and his friend pulled out one of Wells' teeth. Wells felt no pain at
all. He had lost a perfectly good tooth, but he was delighted. Teeth could now be pulled out
without pain.

The Rose
The national flower of England is the rose. No wonder so many people voted it a national icon.
It all started during the time of the Wars of the Roses — civil wars (1455 - 1485) between the
royal house of Lancaster (whose emblem was a red rose) and the royal house of York (whose
emblem was a white rose).



At the end of the war the two roses were combined in the Tudor rose. The idea belonged to
Henry VII, the first Tudor monarch and the father of Henry VIII. Henry was a Lancastrian, but
he fell in love with Elizabeth of York, married her — and united the two houses. Looking for a
symbol of this union, he chose a red rose with a white rose in it.

During the Tudor period, hundreds of inns were named the Rose — to show loyalty to the royal
family. There are still many pubs and hotels all over the country named after this flower.

In 1871, the newly formed Rugby Football Union selected an England team to play the first ever
international match against Scotland. The committee chose a red rose as the team’s badge.
Although England lost the match, held in Edinburgh, the country’s rugby teams have worn red
roses ever since.

Oxbridge

Oxford and Cambridge are the oldest and most prestigious universities in Great Britain. They are
often called collectively Oxbridge. Both universities axe independent. Only the education elite
go to Oxford or Cambridge. The normal length of the degree course is three years, after which
the students take the Degree of Bachelor of Arts (B. A.). Some courses, such as languages or
medicine, may be one or two years longer. The students may work for other degrees as well.
Oxford and Cambridge universities consist of a number of colleges. Each college is different, but
in many ways they are alike. Each college has its name, its coat of arms. Each college is
governed by a Master. The larger ones have more than 400 members, the smallest colleges have
less than 30. Each college offers teaching in a wide range of subjects. Within the college one will
normally find a chapel, a dining hall, a library, rooms for undergraduates, fellows and the
Master, and also rooms for teaching purposes.

Oxford is one of the oldest universities in Europe. It is the second largest in Britain, after
London. The town of Oxford is first mentioned in the Anglo-Saxon chronicle in 911 A. D., and it
was popular with the early English kings. The university's earliest charter is dated to 1213.
There are now 24 colleges for men, 5 for women and another 5 which have both men and women
members, many from overseas studying for higher degrees. Among the oldest colleges are
University College, All Souls and Christ Church.

The local car industry in East Oxford gives an important addition to the city's outlook. There is a
great deal of bicycle traffic both in Oxford and Cambridge.
Cambridge University started during the 13th century and grew until today. Now there are more
than thirty colleges.

On the banks of the Cam willow trees drown their branches into the water. The colleges line the
right bank. There are beautiful college gardens with green lawns and lines of tall trees. The
oldest college is Peterhouse, which was founded in 1284, and the most recent is Robinson
College, which, was opened in 1977. The most famous is probably King’s College because of its
magnificent chapel, the largest and the most beautiful building in Cambridge and the most
perfect example left of English fifteenth-century architecture. Its choir of boys and
undergraduates is also very well known.

The University was only for men until 1871, when the first women's college was opened. In the
1970s, most colleges opened their doors to both men and women. Almost all colleges are now
mixed.

Bachelor of Psychology
The Bachelor of Psychology is ideal for the student who knows they want to work in psychology
and is keen to learn as much as they can about the discipline. By the end of the four-year degree,
graduates have met the minimum tertiary requirements for provisional registration as a
psychologist.
Upon enrolling in the Bachelor of Psychology, you will choose either the science stream or the
arts stream, depending on your interests. While the psychology units you study are identical for



both streams, you might choose to pair them with subjects like Statistics and Neuroscience in the
science stream, or Linguistics and Cultural Studies in the arts stream, for example.
In the first three years of the course, you will build your specialization in psychology, studying
topics like behavioural neuroscience, social psychology, personality theory, perception,
intelligence, abnormal psychology, and developmental psychology. In the fourth year, you will
complete an Honours program that includes a research project in a specialized area of
psychology that interests you.

Upon graduating, you will have enough training and experience to start working right away. As
well as achieving the basis for provisional registration, you can take up positions in areas such as
schools, hospitals, prisons, human resources, developmental disabilities and various social policy
areas in the private and public sectors. If you would like to have full registration as a
professional psychologist, the degree will allow you to continue into professional psychology
programs, such as the Doctorate of Clinical Psychology, which will qualify you to become a
clinical psychologist.

What is Stress?

It is different things to different people. To a mountaineer it is the challenge of pushing
physical resources to the limit by striving to achieve a demanding goal. To the homeward bound
motorist it can be heavy traffic and exhaust fumes. To the student it can be exam pressure.

Most people respond to the word stress in negative ways. They see it as a destructive
force. However, not all stress is negative. The word eustress has been coined to describe positive
stress. Eustress is the type of stress you are likely to experience when you inherit a large amount
of money or receive an unexpected promotion or reward. Eustress is the stress of winning and
achieving.

Negative stress is distress. It is the stress of losing, failing, overworking and not coping.
Distress affects people in a negative often harmful manner. We all experience distress from time
to time. It is a normal, unavoidable part of living.

Stressors Cause Stress

Stress results from failure to adequately cope with stressors. Stressors could be loud
noise, uncomfortable air-conditioning, debts, ringing telephones, broken relationships, unrealistic
deadlines, discouragement, fear, pain and thousands of other things that impact upon us in the
normal course of life.

It is impossible to avoid stressors. The only totally stress-free state is death! Stressors will
always be there because we live in an imperfect and unpredictable world which is going to cause
us to frequently get stressed. We experience stress as the body adjusts to the external demands
placed upon it. Our body constantly seeks to maintain stability and stress is usually sensed as the
body readjusts to too much pressure.

We need to assist our bodies to cope with being stressed because our natural biological
stress-adjustors are not ideally suited to the demands of modern living. Our bodies are well
suited to cope with the distressing events faced by our primitive ancestors. The stressors faced by
humans conditioned to a nomadic hunter-gatherer lifestyle are obviously different to the
distressing lifestyle of today.

Our distant ancestors needed chemical responses that are inappropriate today. If you
physically ran away from your workplace whenever things got on top of you then this would not
enhance your standing in the Organisation. Conversely if you punch the boss on the nose when
he/she gives you a tough time then the resulting dismissal and assault charges will generate
considerably greater levels of distress. Consequently, we need to develop special skills to deal
with special stressors.
